pler designs should be attcmpted with

annuals, and only such effects aimed

at, as can be produced by contrast in

Ribbon beds are caslest of all to
make. Véry pleasing ones can be
made with pink, pale-yellow and white
Phlox Drummond!, planted in rows.
1t darker colors are preferred, the
scarlet and crimson can be used, al-
ways combdining them with white to
sive the necessary contrast and re-
liet.

Do not use the soft, delicate colora
with the stronger toncs, as there
a lack of harmony between them.

Asters can be planted In rows of
white and lavender, with very pleas-
ing resuits, provided the same kind is
used in each row.

1t we were lo use the tall, braneh-
Ing variety in one row and dwarfs in
another, the effect would be unsatls-
factory, though the tall-growing sorts
could bo used {n three rows, one each
of the colors nemed, with the dwarfs
as an edging or border, with \ury
good results.

Ribbon beds would become moaot-
onously tiresome if we were to con-
tine ourselves to them, therefore it'is
adyisable to have something elso for
a change.

Next to them the circular bed {3
easfest to make. I would not advise
too many colors.

Have the center of one color—say
lavender, if asters are used, then a
row of pale pink with whito in the
outside row.

the farm,” but “Stay on the farm.” The belief of all the goverhment stu-
dents of agricultural conditions in the United States is that if the farming
industry bc made ixicreasingly profitable and that if conditions of farm life
be bettered the “Back to the farm” movement will take care of

Mr. 1o
feelingly on the subject. He combined a statement of what is 1
by the federal and stete governments to give the farming life holding quali-
ties, with'a message on the growing opportunities for young men to make
2 signal success of .xgriLulluml occupaiions.

““It is ot 50 much a problem of bringing'younz men back to the farm
as it ie one of so improving agricultural conditions and rural life as to
make it clear to the young men “hat they will be better off in the long run
by staying where they are than by going elsewhere.

“The great problem confronting the nation is how fo make agricul-
ture profitable and the rural life comfortable, attractive and healthful.

“If we successfully attack that problem we shall be relieved of the
necessity of talking so much about staying on the farm or of going hack
to the farm.  All the efforts of land-grant colleges and of this depammut
are directed to this end, The agencies are bccomlnn‘ consolidated in the
extent and efficicney of machinery, and financial <upport has been forth-
coming from the states and the nation, which combined are spending at
present $60,000,000 a year through the land-grant colleges and the state
and federal dnpnrtmcnts of agriculture for the improvement of agricul-
tural and rural life.

“The aim is to increase production through plant and znimal breed-
ing, better cultural methods, eradication or control of plant and animal
diseases which are costing Hundreds of millions a year; fo study newer
problems in agriculture; to improve distribution, especially marketing, and
to develop community co-operation and teamwork with & view to the betfer
standardization and handling of products and a fuller knowledge of mar-
kets and market conditions and the transportation of products—in short,
a better organization of rural life.

“In the interest of the young people we are organizing a large number
of agricultural clubs, canning clubs, poultry elubs, corn clubs, hog clubs,
and so on. The work is hcing promoted by the demonstration forcc, now
co-operative machinery under the joint support of land-grant colleges anit
the federal department.

“In many counties throughout the country there are county annb
whose duty it is te work with the farmers on the farms for the lmpmv&
ment of agricultural conditions as they affect production and distribution.
TUnder the Smith-Lever act the states and the nalion together will be
expending in seven years $9,000,000 yearly for this extension of agricul-
tural education.

“Tt seems reasonably clear with the natural opportunities we have end
with the improvements made by the farmers supplementing these agencies,
that the opportunities for young men to make 2 success n farming will
be increased gradually, and that now outside of the actual business of
farming there is a loud call for leaders of all these enterprises in rural
districts,

“I gee no reason why an aspiring country boy should not direct his
attention to the opporturities prescuted in this great field of effort rather
than to those of the other industrial offerings presented by city life.”

Secretary Houston spoke strongly of three factors of the problem of
how to kecp ycung men on the farm. They are good rural schools, first-
class country “roads ard a more attractive social life. Schools znd a bright-
ening of the social life are wholly state and community problems. In the
maiter of the improvement of soads the federal government has a voice
and power.

The eccretary has a heartfelt interest in the solution of the rural-
school problem. He believes, as others believe with him, that the boy and
gitl in the country should have the sane opporlumtlea for education that
are given to the boy and girl of the city. The lack’of proper educational
facilities in country ricis, he believes, has sent many ambitiovs parents
away from the farms o the mhe; in order to give their “children the advan-
tages which the schools of the large centers afford.
