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THE FARMINGTON ENTERPRISE
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FERTILIZE THE PEACH TREES

Delaware Experiment Statlon Reports
Series of Tests Made on a
Seven-Year-Old Orchard.

That the fertilization of the second
season should be as ample as that of
the first in the peach orchard, bas
been demonstrated by experiments car-
ried on 1n Delavare. The experiment
stetion reports o series of fertilizer ex-
periments operated for three scasons
on a seven-yearold peach orchard,
with a total cost for the seven years
of $136.50 an acre. The gross receipts
for three erops were $1,
while the adjacent unfer

of the former receipts. -
At a meeting of the Peninsula Hor-
ticuitural s Mr. Ecuston of Ber-
lin, Md., reported the net carnings
from a 100-acre peach orchard that
came into profitable bearing in 1913,
Yie appiicd abuut 500 nounds of high-
grade fertilizer per acre carly in
Mareh, and started cuitivating with
the disk harrow between h 10

regularly until about Juiy 10.

Mr. Houston's advice regarding
treatment for ctreulios and brown rot
i5 that it should be started a week be-
fere it is really needed or gencrally
recommended. He sprays the blossoms
once with a mixture of two pounds of
lin:e, two pounds of arsenate of lead
aud Lty gallons of water. Seven days
later, when the blossoms are full or
are beginming to drop, he again

v | sprays with a mixture of eight pounds

of lime, eight pounds of sulphur and
two pounds of arsenate of lead. This
is repeated ten days later.

When the peaches are well formed,
the spraylug is repeated, but the ar-
seoate of lead is omitted for fear ol
injusing the frult.

MUCH HARM BY BARK BEETLE

Desredations ‘of This Pest Can B
Prevented by Washing Trees With
Carbolic Acld Sdap.

Thousands of dollars’ worth of fruit
trees arc destroyed every year by the
ravages of the little bark bectle.

Figure 1 is highly magaified, while
a, 2, 3 and 4 are natural size.

Early in April or March the adult
beetle, a. a brownish black Insect,
about threefourths of an inch in
length and about one-elghth of an inch
wide, with finely ribbed, hard outer
wings, burrows into the bark of tho
frujt tree and lays very tiny eggs in
an especially prepared groove, Fig.

3 b

Shortly after, they batch into tiny
wrinkled larvae, Fig. 4, with yellow
beads which do the havec by tunnel-

ing the bark in every direction, *
3, sapping the life of the tree and i id-
dling the bark with shotlike boles,
Fig. 2. Soon the tree becomes dry
and dead and the work is complete,
says o writer in Successful Farmivg.

To prevent the depredations of this
pest, wash the trees with carbolic acid
soap during the éarly part of March
or April. Clean culture should be the
slogan of every culturist where this
bark beetle ia found.

TIME TO PRUNE APPLE TREES

Early Spring 1s Recommended—Se-
vere_Pruning Not Necessary—
Do the Work Gradually..

Early spring is the best time to
prune apple trees. More and more at-
tentfon {3 being given to the pruning
of young and old trees jn order that
they may be able to support large
loads of frult. Yet too many trees
have been neglected and now Yook like
brush heaps Instead of {ruit trees.
Neglected trees should have all dead
and Interlocking branches removed
this year. | Next yesr a few more
needless branches should be taken out
and someof the others shortencd.
The following year others should be
cut out. In this way severe pruaing
i8 not necessary and a tree i3 got

into good form gradually.
