Bow-knot irctifs of nar-
row black lace insertlon are set to
the underside of the chiffon, since
fashion refuses to countenance a lack
of ornament where there {s space to
carTy it.

The coatee, nr bodice, has a V-
shaped neck and fastens to one sfde
in double-breasted effect. Its peplum
is & mere plaited frill at the sides and
back headed by a narrow belt qf the
silk which does not externd across the
troot.
