East Lansing—That a group of far-
mers can orgs.nlzn to sell their pro-
ducts without violating the Sherman-
Anti-trust Law, was asserted by Prof.
Cance of the Massachusetts Agricul-
tural College i |his lectures on agrl-
cultural co-operation et tht M. A. C.
“This 13 made possible,” sald Profes-
sor Cance, “by ipassing of the Clay-
ton bill which was drawn up especial-
iy for this purpose. The law provides
that 1f™the cooperative organization
does not issue stock then it cannot be
sald to exist in restraint of trade.”

Prot. Cance’s lectures are part of a
series to be given during tbe entire
summer school [on sgricultural busi-
ness. In ten lectures Prof, Cance will
cover the subject of co-operative or-
ganizations. In |his early lectures he
pointed out that farming is a small in-
dustry, taking an {ndividual farm as a
unlt, and therefore & very efiicient
productive unit|but, because of its
smallpess, it 1s a very inefficlent bar-
gaining unit. Hence farmers must
pool their power or, in oth-
er words, cooperate, “In a survey of
the farming of the entire world,” says
Prot. Cance, “you will find very few
organizations of farmers for produc-
ing, but very many for bargaining pur-
poses.”

The co-operation expert took a rap
at the capitalistic way of looking at
dividends by saying that the use of
money should be pald for at market
rates, that dividends or profits above
the market rate|meant that somebody
was belng cheated out of his just
earnings.

METHOD FOR DRYING UP COW

No Specific Rule for Such Work=s
Judgment and Experlence of
Attendant 1s Requlired.

A cow should be dried off for slx
weeks before calving. It may take
two weeks to dry her off, that depend-
ing upon the persistency of milk fow.
To dry off a cow the rich feed has
to be removed and the cow allowed
to pasture short grass or eat hay.
Some milk {8 left in the quarters at
each milking at first; then a milking
{5 omitted; then the milking is dove
every other day, end afterward onmly

‘a little milk is taken, as seén to be

necessary. There is no specific rule
for such work, and it requires the best
Judgment and experlence of the at-
tendant.

GRAIN RATION 1S DESIRABLE

Corn-and-Cob Meal, Oats and Cotton-
seed Meal Mixturs Is Recommend-
ed for Dalry Cows.

A desirable grain ratfon for cows,
when corn and oats are used as &
base; 18 ome made up of 300 pounds
ot corn-and-cob meal, 200 pounds of
oats and 100 pounds of cottonseed
meal.
