Sundav afternoon ahout yo'clock
a large automobile, carrying twa
young men, went dashing down
the McGee hill, and as they reached
the curve at the foot they lost con-
trol of the machine, and it went
crashing into the irom railiug at
the approach to the bridge

Fortupately the railing saved
the machine from leaping over the
embankment where, had that hap-
dened, the occupants would no’
doubt bave landed in the water, if
nothing more serious had occured

When the crash came the
machine whirled entirely around
stanuing aimost directly facing the
south. The occupants jumped and
were unhurt except one, whose
foot was lamed from leaping out of
the car.

A nuwber of spectators viewed
the  accidént, aud very soon help
aud other machines arrived from
both ways, and iotense interest

*prevailed.;

The machine was soon pried and
pulled away from ‘the iron work
and run down north of the bridge
for repairs, where the damage was
found to be confined priucipally to
the fender and onme front wheel.
After a delay of two hours the
machine was repaired enough to
enable the young men to start out
homeward bound.

The driver said tbey bad never
traversed the road before, and were
very much surprised to see the
sharp curve at the bottom of the
bill, and much afarmed, as-their
brakes were not working zood.‘
