ALKALI WATER NOT HARMFUL

Recuits Obtained In Experiments Con
ducted by Dairy Department of
South Dakota College.

The ilniry hushandry department of
the South Dakotas State college has

con to
the effcct of ulkali water oun dairy}
cuttle. . The results of these experi-
ments, ns publlslied In statlon bulle-
tin 147, show that the drinklng of
a¥knll water by dairy cows did not pro-
duee “ulkall dises or cven the
stightest indleation of 1t

The postmortem cxamination and

analyses of the vital organs of the
cows used In the experiments revenled
nothing aboormal.  Cousldering  the
fact that the strongest atkall well wa-
ter wns used it is reasonable to con-
clude that the alkall disease of cows
is not produced by drinking alksll wa-
ter.

This conclusion does not Include wa-
ter which at times collects lo partly
dried-up ponds.

Sucii water Is usually very strong
und cows should not be permitted to
Decome so thirsty as to be forced to
drink it

IMPORTANT ARTICLE OF FOOD\

Butter 1s Three-Times.a-Day Necessity i
on Tables—Clcanliness Is
Great Essential,

Good butter, next to good bread. 1s
the mast tmportant article’ of. food,
and as it is 2 three-times-a-dey ne-
cessity on our tables, Its proper mak-
Ing Is of great importance. Suceessful
hutter-maklng depends most of all on
clennliness ‘af stables. cows, milkers
and palls, along with o clean, well-
ventilated duiry room gnd utensils.
Everyone needs fat, and butter is the
most wholesome as well a8 most agree-
able way of taking it into the system.

Cream absorhs whatever «dor fur-
rounds 1t and then passes It ou to the |
hutter, so milk should not be Kept in
fhe Kitchen where cooklog Is done, |
and especially 1f the men of the family
huve the habit of smoking thers. as
this gives it o very disngreeable tnste.
Butter made from well-ripened ereatn
bns the best flavor, and to obtaln this
ripening before the cream is so old o8
to become rancid, a “starter” of a
tablespoonful or two of thick sour milk
| usually added to the new milk when
set to ralse.

Butter churned from perfectiy sweet
crenin has less flavor, but some people
profer it. It Is a mistake to churn
butter at too high 2 temperature in
order to make it come quickly., for it
contains more puttermiik, i3 apt to be
greasy and pale in color. If the cream
must be kept for several (ays before
churaing, it shontd be in & cool place.
1¢ for any reason the churn is not per-
fectly sweet after thorough washing
and scaldlng, rinse 1t well with cold
lime water. .

KEEP DAIRY UTENSILS CLEAN

Steam Can Be Utilized Etfectively in
‘Washing Different Vessele—
Keep Covers Off.

Always have some good stiff brushes
that will it the differeat utenslis and
keep the seams in the tio absolutely
clesn. If ope las steam it may be
used very eftectively in aterilizing the
utensils. After rinsing in scalding wa-
ter of..sterilization with steadi, place
the uteasils In a clean, suBDY place to
dry. Do not wipe them with a cloth
or stand them right glde up oun the
racks. The heat imparted by the hot
water or steam will cause them to dry
quickly and by being ptaced bottom
side up on the racks vers little dust
and dirt can get on the inside of the
utensils, Never put the covers ot the

insplring promises of the Bible is
found In verse 8 of this sectlon.
“God 18 uble” He is able to make all
grace abound, and he does this “to
the bountiful giver.” Nothing more
surely limits the measure of grace that
we receive than our penurlous, nig-
gardly giving (Phil. 4:19 and contest).
This giving of grace 13 “In order that
ve always haviag all suffictency in ol
things may abound unto eversy good
work.” God's abundant gracc 13 be
stowed upon us that we may work for
others, and live abounding, sufficient
lives in everything. Ilow poor indeed
our lives must appenr when measures!
by the standard of this verse. Literal-
1y this 1s “hilarious giving." God loves

the full-souled, hilarious giver who |

gives tinie und money. Such giving I8
like unto God's glving, who gave his
enly begotten son. If we sow as God
provides, he will multiply the seed for
sowing and increase the frults of our
righteousness. It we do not sow, he
will cease to supply.

This lberality will work through us
1o others nnd thanksgiving to God on
the part of those who reccive (v. il R.
v.). Such giviog abounds to his lonor
and giory through the many thanks-
givings which it will occasion (Heb.
13:15). The more we give, the more
God will iacrense our power to give,
end in “his way we will be enriched in
cversthing unto ail liberality (Prov.
2 The church In Jerusalem,
hen the saints of Corioth had given
proof by the lnistration to their.need,
would glotliy God for the obedicace of
the saints in Corlnth and théir confes-
slon of tlie gospel of Christ, and also
for the liberallty of thetr contribution
unto them (v. 13, R. ¥v). They would
repuy ‘belr-generosity with prayer (v.

Paul's words about our giving with
thankegiving to God for his unspeak-
able gift—(Sce Ch. 8:9) the unspeak-
able gift .of God, Jesus Christ (John
3:16; Rom, 8:32)—is un exhortation
to ux. Nothing should so move us to
give to others as the thought of what
God has given of his very best and
dearest for us.

The Sunday school, as the training
scheol of the church, ought to give in-
structton not alone ia salvation truth
and )ifs teaching, but also in systematic
giving. Train the children early to
glve to the church @ portion of their
substonce, ond they will learn to lose
it and support it in the years to come.
