Millk shonld be fed
ooly In viean pails, which should be
washed and scalded after cach feed-
ing.

Don't stint your dalry cows o Wwa-
ter, it you want theil to keep up the
milk supply, suggests Prof. C. Lar-
sen of South Dakota State college.
He states that the amount of water
pecded by a dairy cow 18 in propor-
tioh to the amount of wilk she gives.
The average cow will drink about kil
pennds per day, while some very large
milk produters drlok 200 pounds per
day. The dairy cows should nlso have

| free access to salt. The right method’
of feeding salt s to have & water-tight
box 10 or 12 feet long in the yard,
rutsed about two feet from the grousnd
on solid posts. .
