‘A LIVING SACRIFICE.
LESSON TEXT—Romana 12
GOLDEN TEXT—Present your bodles
& llving sacrifice, holy, nceeptable unto
God, \vl\lcli\l. Is your splritual service—

The first 11 chapters of this let-y
ter teach and iltustrate the great
principles of the Christlan life. Paul
calls it “my Gospel” Its funda-
mental principle s that justificatlon
regenerates men, and .nothing else.
The second sectlon 1s the practical ap-
plication of these truths.

I. The Exhortation to Gratitude
(vv. 1-2). “Theretore,” heeuuse of the
work of Christ on our behalf, we are
to present our bodies ns llving
sacritices unto God, to be used for
nis glory and service. (See chapter
£:13, 16, 19). Paul urges, he beseeches;
he is winsome, though he might com-
mand. To “present” technically mexns,
“bring dn offering to God.” The body
is the sum of all human faculties,
physical and spiritusl. It must not be
defited by betng ylelded as an instru-
ment to sin, for it Is the temple of
Gou. (1 Cor. 8:16, 17). A “Living Of-
fering.” (not as the bodles of slain
animats offered by Jews) Is a conse-
cration of the body, and not a destruc-
tion of life. The original means that
this—the offering of oursclves as a
living sacrlfice—ls a reasonable, ro-
tional scrvice. God has the right of
ownership of every member of our
body, znd there never was & day when
there was greater need of losisting
upon a Christlanity that affects the
bodies of men than today. Hands, lips,
ears, eyes—overy member should be
constantly presented to him who pur-
chased It by the blood of his own Son.
(I Cor. 6:20; I Pet. 1:1810.) This
is a spiritual, religious service be-
cavse it Is our spirit which presents
the offeriog of the body which he in-
bablts. Too many of us are “fash-
foned according to this age.”
