It 1s possible In lessons one to nlue
to teview the past quarter’s work, in
a logleal, chronological manoer, but
lessons seven and nine are not In thelr
proper chronologicul setting.

‘They ate five wonderful years, and the
last of the nuthentic years we have of

he life of this wonderful man. The
Teview should of course center in Paul,
his conduet, character and teachifigs.

The first twelve chupters of the Book
of Acts, In which we have chlefly been
studying, cover o perfod of about six-
teen years, A. Df 30-46, with Jerusalem
us the center. The rest of the Book of
Acts cover another perlod of approxi-
mately 18 years from 48 to 62, and 19
the record of the foreign misslonary
work of Pzul and his compahlons, Paul
being of course the central characten
The serles for thia querter close with
the vision of the final triumph of Chris-
tinaity as’seen by Jobn Ia the Revela-
tion. Maps should be employed if pos.
sible to show the journeys of Paul.
The risen Christ and the enduiement
of the Holy Spirlt were the vislon and
the power which wrote this first
Church History, and which have been
writing -Church History ever slcee,
The home church (Chs. 27) began with
about 120 praying men and women,
Peter's first sermon brought lato “the
way" 8,000 more. From time to time
others were added. Persecutiop and
dellverances, the first martyt, Stephen,
and the dissatisfaction which led to
the cholce of the deacons, are the out-
standing events of this perfod. The
home misslon perlod, with Jejusalem
as the center and Palestine as the field
(Chapters 812) covers & perfod of
about ten years. Persecution scattered
the disclples throughout the coundtry.
Paul was coaverted on the road to

Damascus, Phillp goes to Samaria, and |1

Peter carries on the work throughout
Lydda, Joppa and Caesarea. .In this
gection we have the story of Philp
and the Ethloplan, of Peter curing the
palsied man at Lydds, the rdising of
Dorcas and Paul and Barnabas return-
ing to Jerusalem WAth help to those
at that city who were suffering from
famine. Then begins the perlod of for-
eign misslons, covering about sixteen
years, from about A. D. 47 to 62. The
principal characters begin of course
with, Pau! and Barnabas, though Paul
soon takes hls place of ;leadership.

Paul's first missionary ‘Journey lasted
for about two -years, from suy A. D
47 to 40, Barnabas belng his principal
comparton. Returnlng to Antlov:g from
Jerusalem, Paul s00a began his nd
journey, this tlme taking with him
Sltas. Agata there i3 a period of about
two. years, from A, D. 50 to 52. Paul
bad his Macedonlen vision during this
time, and the gospel first ettered Bui-
ope, beglnnlog with the conversion of
the Phillipian jilor. Paul's preaching
at Athens and his service at Corlnth
are perhaps the most outstanding fea-
tures of this journey. Paul's third Jour-
ney lasted Rearly three years, A.D.53
to 58 or 5T. e-visits the Asla Minor
churches to streggthen them, spends
nearly three years at Ephesus, and has
some outstandlng adventure$ as, for
instance, the riot at Ephesus about
the shrives of Dimna. Returning to
Jerusalem to take part in the feast, he
s told of the ultimate persecutions
which he must endure. For a long
time he has desired to preach the gos-
pel in Rome., Eversone of the trials,
hirfrances, oppositions and attacks
proved to be the means by which he
gained that desired end.
