this reason there ls no hesitation In

making the statement that war's de-
. mands are, and for.n long time will be,
sneshaustible, and the clatms that will
be made upon the sofl-will with aif-
culty be met. There are today 23,000
000 men In the fighting raoks o the
o0ld world. The best of authority gives
75 per cent and over as haviog -been
drawn from the farms. There I3 there-
fore nearly 75 per cent of the land for-
merly ‘tilled now belng unworked.
Much of this land is today in a devas-
tated cobditlon and It the war =hould
end fomorrow It will take years to
bring it back to its former produclng
capaclty.

Instead of the farmer producer pro-
duclng, he has become a consumer,
making the straln upon those who have
been left 1o do the farming a very dif-
ficult one. There may be agitation as
to the high cost of lving, and doubtless
there is Tenson for It in many cases.
The middleman may boost the prices,
combines may organize to elevate the
cost, but one cannot get awny from the
fact that the demand regulntes the
suppis, and the supply regulates the
price. The price of wheat—in fact. al
grains—as well as cattle, will remain
Righ for some time, and the low prices
that have prevailed will not come
again for some time.

After the war the demand for eattle,
pot alone for beef, hut for stock pur-
poses, to replenish the exhnusted herds
of Europe, will be keen. Farm educa-
tors and advisers are telling you to
prepare for this emergency. How muck
better If can be done on the low-priced
1ands of today, on lands that cost from
ten to twenty dollars per acre, than it

can on two and three hundred-dollar- |
