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HUS early in the adminis
tration of President ATaft,
evidence 1§ dceumuliting
that his first cabinet choice
and the man- who has been
his closest official adviser
ever since his election, is
1o prove an able secrotary
of state. Philander C. Knox
has taken up the duties of
the most mportant post In
the cabinet fortified by
much that same breadth of
experfence which is believed to bave
especially qualified William H. Taft
for the presidency. It m be remem-
bered, too, that Knox was
perhaps the foremost ri-
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val of Talt for the presidential nomination.

The new secretary of state. like his chief
in the White House, is a lawyer,  Hls sclec:
tion, although made at the very outset of
Tatt's deliberations as to the personnel of his
cabizet, fitted in with the policy latar adopted
hy the new president (0 aacinde tn bis. officlal
$Amily as many lawyers as posstble.  With the
best of legai training as a foundation stone,
Knox served his apprenticeship In the cabinet
as attorney general under Presidents MeKivkey
and Reoseveit and then hix grasp of ail phases
of American lifo strengthened  dnring
years of gorvice a menbher of the “brajn
trust” of thye United States senate

Prllande lage Knox. who this month cele
brates his fifty-stxth birthday anniversary, is a
swall man physicaily and in personal appear
ance comes pretty ciose o fiiiing the jdeal of
the ehrewd, observant lawyer. David S. Knox,
father of Philander, was a banker in the towa
of Brownsville, Pa. where the present secre-
tary of state was born, and was enabled ta
give his son educationsi and other advantages
mueh a8 the elder Taft was enabled to give the
president a fair start In life.

The young man attended Mount Union col-’

lege, located at Alliance, O., rot a great many
mnfles over the boundary line from Pennsylva-
pla, and from this institution be graduated
with & creditable record in 1872, when he was
19 years of age. Then he entered the law
office of H. B. Swope at Pittsburg. preferring
thE good old-fashioned plan of familiarizing
himself with the law by practical work as a
subordinate to a successtul attorney. Almost
trom the outset he seems to have had leanings
toward a political career or rather ta public
lite, and In 1876, just one year after he was
admitted to the bar, Knox was occupying the
position of assistant United Staies dlatrict ats
tormey for the western dlstrict of Pennsyiva-
Dia

The atmosphere of Pittsburg—the world's
workshop—-evidentiy had its influence, how-
ever, in drawing Knox away from the uncer-
tainties of politica and toward the more tan-
glble rewards of a lucrative private practice.
In 1877 he resigned as assistant district attor
ney in order to engage In practice with James
H. Beed, and thereafter his progress wus rapid
in that moet alluring branch of the profession
—corporation practice. He became the trusted
Jegal adviser of the Carmegie Steel Company
apd other great concerns and incldentally
found an opportunity to lay by the tidy for-
tung that has in later years enabled hlm to
accept places of public trust without any
worry over the comparatively insignificant sal-
arles attached. ‘

Knox nttained to the eminence of a natlonal
figure in public affairs al oné bound when, in
1901, he was made attorney gemeral on the
cabinet of President McKinley to succeed John
Willam Griggs of New Jersey, who had re~
signed. '~ Mr. Knox was likewise the choice of
President Roosevelt for the position of head
of the department of fustice, when the first
Roosevel' cabinet was formed, and in that
capacity Lo it was who mapped out the orlgi-
nal campsign in the courts againet the trusts
apd.other violators of the:federal statutes. in
Jupe, 1804, Mr. Knox resigmed from. the cabl:
