Fuel Rationing

‘Can’t Be Fair’

Consumer  rationing  of
gasoline would be the worst
of all possible ways of deal-
ing with the gas shortage,
says Prof. Ross J. Wilhelm
of the University of Michigan
Graduate School of Business
Administration.

The attempt to ration the
available supplies of gasoline
with coupons and priorities
administered by an

Farminigon Hills,

helm insists, would result in
“an enormous mess” - in-
cluding black market and
criminal activity. He sug-
gests rationing through the
use of higher prices.

The U-M business  econo-

“To begin with, gasoline
rationing could ot possibly years
be fair because the govern-
ment has no possible way of
knowing the needs and rela-
tive. importance of the needs
for gasoline among the users
across the nation.

“As a consequence, apart
from perhaps
some gromps of users, soch
as farmers, as having a high-
er priority than otbers, the
basic means of rationing
would be to divide the snﬂ-

“The reason for this is that
these who live on thé-Cana-
dian’ and Mexican borders,
will be able to drive across
the border and obtain the gas
they need.

“The decline’ which we
forecast for manufacturing
employment may be some-
what too great,” Hymans
and Shapiro said, “as em-
ployers may respond to the
weaker demand for man-
hours by cutting average
hours worked — particularly
through overtime -to a
greater extent thai is reflect-
ed in our model.

“The 'principal factor un-
derlying the declining growth
rates forecast for both per-
sonal income and employ-
ment is the weakness which
we forecast for consumer
purchases of domestic aw-

tomobiles...The share in
gross  national  product
(GNP) of consumer, ex-

pendxlures on domestic-autos
is projected to decline from
5.2 per cent m 1973 to 4.6 per
cent in 1974,

The U-M economists fore-
cast a decline in total unit

auto sales from the 117 mil- *

lion rate of 1973 to a 10.2 mil-
lion rate for 1974,a decrease
of 1.4 million units.

Hymans and Shapiro esti-
mated that the relative de-
cline forecast for the auto
market, might cost the state:
‘ghout $850 million in personal
income; Dpearly 24,000 jobs,
concentrated primarily in
manufacturing;

“The pace of inflation - as
measured by the consumer
price index for Detroit - is

ted to continue una-
bated. For the year as a
whole we forecast the rate of
price increase at 6.8 per
cent, compared with 6.5 per
cent for 1973. This continued
inflationary  pressure is
largely generated by condi-
tions in the national econo-
my, particularly the large
anticipated increases in fuel
and energy prices.

“Sales tax revenues are
forecast to increase by 7.3
per cent and four per cent in
fiscal years 1974 and 1975 re-
spectively. This drop-off is
the direct effect of the décl-
ining growth rates being pro-

jected for state persomal in-,

come and therefore retail
sales as well (No allowance
is made for changes in sales
tax rate or applications).

“State personal income tax ~

revenues are -forecast to

- grow at a 6.6 per cent rate in

fiscal 1974 and at a very low
1.1 per cent rate for fiscal
1975. In.both years tax reve-
nues - from this source will
grow at a slower rate than
personal income or adjusted
gross income. In fiscal 1974
this is explained by the
lower effective tax rate gen-
