outside of school hours by
the community."

Then she adds:

“Picture instead a school
site that provides a diversity
of habitat by plantings of
trees and shrubs to supply
food and cover for wildlife;
trees and shrubs for shade, a
relief from glare, a ‘wind-
break to reduce heating
costs, warmth in winter and
coolness in summer — a buf-
fer for playground noise and
separation of cars and
people.

“Picture a site that pro-
vides a variation in elevation
and imaginative equipment
to challenge the play crea-
tiveness of children and
places to sit down and rest.
Such a site would provide
many opportunities for cur-
riculum enrichment, encour-
age community use after
school hours and be econom-
ically valuable.” In her en-
thusiasm for the program
Mrs. Cox points out that such
development of school sites
increases the desirability of
the neighborhood, thereby in-
creasing land value and
broadening the tax base.

Increasing the tax base,
curbing vandalism and re-
ducing heating costs alone
make the program werth
while, she claims. Mrs. Cox
recalled an incident of last
summer to show how the de-
velopment program has been
beneficial to her students.

They had been studying
plant life along some of the
nature trails the students had
built with the use of wood
chips. One morning she ap-
peared before her class with
a case of poison ivy that had
settled around a ring on her
finger. She had heard that
jewel weed was useful in
curing the poison. “I called
on one of the girls to go out
on the trail and bring back a
whole plant of jewel weed
that I could use for a treat-
ment. “‘Without hesitation
the little girl went to the trail
and returned with the plant.
1 used it — and it cured the

vy.

“That incident increased
the enthusiasm for the site of
development program and
now most every student has
become involved.” Those en-
gaged in the development of
a program for the Farm-
ington district include: Mrs.
Cox; Dick Green, a science
teacher at Powell Jr. High;
Carolyn McQuiggan, a teach-
er at [0-Mile Elementary;
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He reaches over to get a
good grip on the nylon strap,
bumps his etbow , opens the
door to get a good wind-up,
and:yanks.
