Women who want to include
their maiden name on their drivers
license may find hope in a cam-
paign recently launched to encour-
age the secretary of state to see
things their way.

According to insiders the cam-
paign efforts show signs of suc-
ceeding.

The Committees to Encourage
Richard H. Austin to Give Michi-
gan Women Their Middle Names
(CERHA) mounted a letter-writ-
ing campalgn early in 1974.

Austin agreed to conduct a sur-
vey to determine if a significant
number of married women wished
to be allowed to change their name
on their drivers license to include
their maiden name,

*I HAVE RECEIVED a2 letter
from Richard K. Stout, assistant
secretary of state, advising me
that they have asked the legisla-
ture to approprmte funds for this
purpose,” said Mrs. Helen Cockrell
Henderson of Birmingham, a sup-
porter of the campaign.

She said that she was told it will
cost $80,000 in each of the next
three years, if the estimated 30,000
married women in the state seek
the change at renewal time.

CERHA believes that a married
woman’s total identity includes
her maiden last name. Legally
women are allowed to include their
maiden name as part of their legal
name upon marriage.

However, if they choose to elimi-
nate it when applying for a drivers
license after marriage, they may
not reinstate it at a later date.

This is the ruling CERHA is ask-
ing be changed. There could be sit-
uations where lack of correlation
between drivers license name and
the name on other records could
create difficulties, said Mrs. Hen-
derson.
