Intercollegiate varsity ice hockey is
being revived at Oakland County Com-
munity .

Hockey and Occ’s eight other var-
sity sports will be operated under the
new college wide system. There will
be one varsity team representing the
college's four campuses—Orchard
Ridge (Farmington Hills), Auburn
Hills (Rochester), Highland Lakes
(Union Lake) and the new Southeast
Centers (Oak Park and Royal Qak).

OCC dropped ice hockey during the
197374 season because of inadequate
funds.
