“We were 9-0, and you can't do
much better than that," he said.
“Denise was outstanding all year.
She lost only one point all season
in dual meets. And our No. 1 dou-
bles team (Miss Kovan and Miss
Randolph) didn’t lose all year in
dual meets.”

Harrison finished second in the
Bloomfield Hills regional, but no
Harrison girl qualified for the
state tournament which was held
at Kalamazoo College Oct. 18-18.
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Perhaps the best thing about
Harrison is that the team is com-
prised of mostly underclassmen.
The only seniors on the team are
Miss Kovan and Marsha Must, who
played at No. 3 singles.

“We're building a dynasty over
here,” Goldstein said. “We'll have
almost everybody coming back,
plis I have several ninth-grade
girls who are looking good.”
