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Manslaughter
charge filed

OAKLAND COUNTY—Prosecutor
L. Brooks Patterson decided to file a
lesser charge of manslaughter against
a Clarkston man who admitted help-
ing his wife commit suicide Nov. 13.

The prosecutor’s office considered
the more serious charge of second de-
gree murder against Robert C.
Waters. former high school principal
and village president of Clarkston.

Waters pled innocent at his arraign-
ment last week before District Court
Judge Gerald McNally.

The charge stated that Waters *did
willfully, feloniously, negligently and
knowingly, but without malice or pre-
mediation, kill and slay Kathleen
Waters.

AFTER A BRIEF appearance be-
fore the judge. Waters. who was sur-
rounded by friends and associates.
was freed on a $10.000 personal bond.

A pretrial examination before Judge
McNally is scheduled for Dec. 10

The highly publicized case has in-
cited a number of calls to the prose-
cutor's office declaring that Waters

should not be charged with a crime.
How the court eventually rules may
well establish a precedent for eu-
thanasia cases in the state.
Waters told investigators he helped
his wife carry out a suicide wish she
has been discussing since 1961. Mrs.
Waters had emotional and arthritic
E?;Eems but, until Nov, 13: her hus-
d managed to discourage her
from suicide.

WATERS SAID on that morning he
started the family automobile in their
closed garage and helped his wife into
the passenger side of the front seat.
According to Patterson, Waters then

his wife goodbye and left her

She died of carbon monoxide poison-

The Waters, both 65 years old. were
married for 40 years and reported by
friends to have remained “very
close.” They had no children

The maximum penalty for a man-
slaughter conviction is 15 years im-
prisonment.

Get early start
figuring taxes

April 15th. the federal income tax fil-
ing deadline—a day of frenzied activi-
ty or just another day?

The significance of the 15th depends
on how organized taxpayers are. ac-
cording to R.L. Plate. district director
of Internal Revenue for Michigan.

“April 15 does not have to be a hec-
tic day in any household.”” Plate said.
“especially when you consider that
most of the time spent preparing an
income tax return involves locating es-
sential records. The actual completion
of (he form takes relatively little
time, "

As an important starting paint,
Plate suggested thal the taxpayer
begin now to gather his records and
list his deductions

“BEGIN WITH January.” he said.
“and move iorward toward the end of
the vear. Tallv up such items as chari-
table contributions. medical expenses.
taxes and interest payments. The ad.
vantage of starting this process now
is that it allows enough time to write
or call for missing receipts or re-
cords,” he explained
other advantage of beginning
now.” Plate added. “is that it helps
the taxpayer to determine the size of
the refund he can expect ™

Another important reason for get-
tng an early start “is that the sooner
a return is filed. the carlier the tax-
payer will receive his or her refund.”

Plate also advised taxpayers to
begin the process well ahead to avoid
making mistakes and omitting pos-
sible deductions

“FACED WITH a deadline at the
last minute.” Plate said. ~many
veople are apt 1o forget the day the
wife used the station wagon to take a

troop of scouts a hundred miles on a
camping trip. In such a case. actual
charitable auto expenses are tax de-
ductible. or a standard amount of
seven cents a mile, to cover the cost
of gasoline and oil. can be deducted.”

According to Plate. the sofa a tax-
payer donated to a church rummage
sale or electrical appliances given to
the local emergency relief fund last
summer are apt to be long forgotten.
although these items can be claimed
as tax deductions at the fair market
value.

Agsuming Plate has convinced you
to get started now with your taxes,
how do you proceed: These are the
steps he recommends:

First, get out a copy of your last
vear's return to make sure that no re-
curting  deductions are being over-
looked.

NEXT. GO through the canceled
checks. picking out those which sub-
stantiate medical expenses. charitable
contributions. interest payments, mort-
gage costs. etc.

en. put on vour thinking cap and
see if vou have missed any legitimate
deductions to which you might be en-
titled. As part of your medical ex-
penses, for example. vou can include
the cost of transportation to and from
a doctor’s office. by either private ve-
hicle. subway. bus or taxi.

Some taxpayers may not be sure
just how many times they visited a
doctor. a dentist. a clinic. Now is a
good time to call up their offices and
check.

Also. many late. hurried filers often
overlook such deductible items as eye-
glasses and batteries for hearing aids.
