2001 promises to be an exciting year for the Michigan Regimental—and what better way to kick off the new millennium
than a program from Dr. Weldon Petz. This month on MONDAY, JANUARY 29, Dr. Petz will present “Lincoln’s Last
Month.”

It was past 3:00 P.M. on Friday, April 14, 1865, a balmy day of 68 degrees, when President Abraham Lincoln and his
wife, Mary, commenced their daily afternoon ride in an open carriage. Mary asked if he thought anyone should
accompany them. “No—I prefer to ride by ourselves today,” he replied. Mary later wrote that she had never seen him “so
supremely cheerful.....his manner was even playful. He was so gay, that | said to him, laughingly, ‘Dear Husband, you
startle me by your great cheerfulness. | have not seen you so happy since before Willie’s death.” ”

“And well I may feel so, Mary,” he responded. “I consider this day, the war, has come to a close.” Then he added, “We
must both, be more cheerful in the future—between the war and the loss of our darling Willie—we have both, been very
miserable.”

Their conversation during the drive, as reported by Mary to friends and relatives later, covered a wide range of subjects
with much emphasis on plans for the future. “We have had a hard time of it since we came to Washington,” the President
remarked, “but the war is over, and with God’s blessing we may hope for four years of peace and happiness, and then we
will go back to Illinois and pass the rest of our lives in quiet....I will open a law office at Springfield or Chicago and
practice law and at least do enough to help give us a livelihood.”

Perhaps Lincoln was recalling at this moment the request he had made of his former law partner of sixteen years, Willie
Herndon. On the day before he left Springfield for Washington, Lincoln eyed the sign outside his law office—Lincoln &
Herndon—swinging on its hinges. “Let it continue to hang there,” he said. “Give our clients to understand that the
election of a President makes no change in the firm of Lincoln and Herndon. If I live I’m coming back some time, and
then we’ll go right on practicing law as if nothing had happened.”

Less than eight hours after the carriage ride, Lincoln lay on a bed, breathing shallowly, in the Petersen Boarding House.
A doctor, standing over the President, somberly announced, “His wound is mortal; it is impossible for him to recover.”

We are fortunate to have as a member and guest speaker, Dr. Weldon Petz, a nationally known scholar, lecturer, collector,
writer, and expert on Abraham Lincoln. Dr. Petz’s ability to hold audiences of all ages spellbound is widely
acknowledged. This will be a special evening. Mark your calendars for MONDAY, JANUARY 29.....

“Well, I thought you must be an Episcopalian,” observed Lincoln, “because you swear just like Governor Seward, who is
a churchwarden.”

Tad Lincoln knew he could always find a champion in his father when his pranks got him into trouble; the President’s
office provided sanctuary from his unpredictable mother and the vengeance of outraged servants. The father knew how to
manage the boy when everyone else despaired.

“You
stay here,” the father said outside the door, “and I’ll see what | can do.” He soon came out with a grin. “It’s all right.
Tad and I have fixed things up,” he announced.

Tad was smiling happily from his pillow when the nurse walked into the room. She had no further trouble about his
medicine. For his small hand clutched a check that read: “Pay to “Tad’ (when he is well enough to present) Five Dollars.”
It bore the signature: “A. Lincoln.”
