* Thoroughly’ mix sugar fnto
fruit In saucepan, Place ever
Tigh hest, ¥ring to a full roll-
ing bofl, and boil hard one
minute, stirring constantly, Re-
move from heat and at once stir
1o pectin, Skim off foam with
a metal spoog. Then stir and
skim for five minutes to-cool
slightly and prevent floating
fruit, Ladle quickly into glass-
es, Cover al once with one-
elghth-inch hot paraffin, Makes
abott 10 medium glasses,

Remove from water and add
pectin, stirring until well mix-
«8d, Pour quickly into steriiized
.glasses, Top with melted par-
affin, This amount wiil yield
about six glasses,

ANOTHER gourmet touch ts
the additlon of pickled grapes
or cherries as a garnish for

Seloct bunches of grapes of

the samfe size and ripeness.
Any type of grape may be us-
ed, but they should not be over-
ripe, Leave grapes or chery
rles on stems, wash and draln,

WHOLE PICKLED GRAPES

(OR CHERRIES)
Grapes or cherries
‘white vinegar
sugar .

Pack fruit closely in clean®
glass jars, Do not over-crowd
In packing., Make a Syrup us-
Ing 1 1/2 cups sugar to each
c? of white vinegar, Boll five *
minutes, Fill fars with bolling
syrup and seal at once,

RHUBARB CONSERVE
6 ¢. fingly diced rhubarb
7¢.sugar
1 ¢, drained crushed pineapple
3/4 ¢, orange juice
1T, grated orangs
1T, grated lemon rind
1/4 ¢, lemon Juice
1 ¢, coarsely broken nut meats

Combine all ingredients ex-
cept nutmeats in a heavy ‘kettle,
Bring to a boll, stirring until
sugar 1s dissolved,

Boll rapldly, stirring fre-
quently, until thickened, Add
nut meats five minutes before
removing from heat, Pour Im-
mediately into hot sterllized
jars and seal at once, Makes
about efght six-ownce glasses,

STRAWBERRY SUN
PRESERVES

To each pound of large choice
berries allow one pound of
sugar, one teaspoon lemon juice
and one quarter cup of straw-
berry julce, Prepare straw-
berry julce by crushing small-
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ér {mperfect berries and cook-,
ing them for tliree minutes,
stirring constantly; strain,

Comblne sugar and straw-
berry julce; heat slowly stir-
ring coustantly mtil sugar Is
dissolved, Add berries and sim-
mer four to five minutes,

Remove berries from the sy-
rup; place one inch apart on
shallow enamel pans, Boil the
syrup wmtll very thick, abous
10 minutes, Add lemon julce
and pour over the berries ina
thin layer, Céver the pans with
glass, allowing ooe quarter inch
between the tops of the pansand
the glass, Set out In the s
for two to three days In suc~
cesslon, taking the pans fn-
doors at night. Turn the ber-
res, over cace each day,

When tbe syrup has fellied,
peck the frult and syrup into
hot sterillzed jus without re.
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beating,

Use this rnethod oaly when
there is 2 ymspect of several
days of hot sumshine,
