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Service project suggested

Telephones for deaf

The xdea for a service project for or-
ganizations in this area comes out of
the recent visit by a deaf Canadian to
the final session of a class for the el-
derly hearing-impaired at Madonna
College.

Gordon Ryall visited the campus to
show the class how to use a device
known as the TTY, a cembination of
telephone and typewriter that makes
possible communication from station
to station fur those who can’t hear.

And he pointed out that in his coun-
try service groups frequently foot the
cost of providing wys!ems for deaf per-
sons who need

“The cost of $250 to $300 is not great
but it is often too much for senior citi-
zens on a fixed income,” said the vis-
itor, who has been trained as a repair-
man for the machines that give
“ears™ to the deaf.

“They should be able to have them
and use them, though. Think how
much we do for blind people, and a
loss ni hearing is just as great a handi-
cap.”

THE MACHINES, invented more
than 20 years ago by a deaf scientist
in California, are only now coming
into general use in this area, and dem-
onstrating them has been part of the

government-funded course Madonna
has been conducting for elderly per-
sons with hearing problems.

New TTY machines are available,
but costly, Ryall said.

The now in use are mostly out-
moded teletype machines— the kind
formerly used in newspaper and West-
em’ Union offices.

These are modified to type at a
slower spred and attached to a cou-
pler that translate their messages into
sounds that can be carried over phone
lines.

The coupler on the receiving end
translates the sounds back into elee-
trical signals which activate the teie-
typewriter.

THUS, WITH a TTY, a deaf person
can both send and receive telephone
messages.

A special telephone lights up in-
stead of ringing when a call is coming
in. The deal person picks up the re-
ceiver, lays it on the coupler and the
message prints out on the attached
teletypewriter.

An answer is typed out, and the
party on the other end receives it in
the same way.

Some basic knowledge of typing is
necessary, said Sharon Meldrum, Ma-
donna staff member who taught the
class, because the conversations are

‘The device can be used by hearing
persons to communicate with those
who are deaf as well as for commu-
nication Letween those who have
slight bearing.

Mrs. Meldrum pointed out it has
value for relalives of elderly deaf per-
sans because it enables them to keep
in touch.

USE OF TTY, according to Ryall
and Mrs. Meldrum, still is minimal,
partly because it's not well known and
partly because of the cost.

‘Those attending the recently-com-
pleted class, which Madonna was able
1o offer under a special federal grant,
were very interested in the device,
Ryall said, but most did not seem to
have great hopes of obtaining one.

‘There are now only about 100 in use
in the Detroit metropolitan area while
the Washington area, for instance, has
about  1,500.

However, some attention by service
clubs could improve the local situa-
tion, Ryall believes.
