"One on"-One”~: (PG) - bears smhng resemblance to

» 1t's a siory about an underdog athlete, a loner. It's

a stnry that’ glnws wn!h ‘hufan warmth and drama. And it's a

story that readily entices’ thé audience into applause and
cheers for its hero.

Like Sylvester Stallone of “Rocky,” Robby Benson who
plays Henry Steele, the basketball-handling freshman of “One
on One,” even had a hand wnth the script. He co-authored the
script wnh is father; Jerry Seg 1.

*“One on Onz" doesn’ have the heavy 1mpacl of “Rocky,"”
but it does have a umque youthful charm. Henry Steele is
not a mug trying to seize his last chance to make it in a
shahby career. Rather, he
is an idealistic, small-
town boy who is just learn-
ing about himself and
learning about survival in
the athletic jungle which
he has entered so willing-
ly and naively.

. Coach  Smith  (G.D.
Spradiin), the ramrod-
|u\|gh basketball coach ‘of
big. mythical Western Uni-
versity, recruits Steele
from high school. He
offers him a no-cut, four-
year scholarship, a new
car and “lucrative fringe
¢ benefits. In return he ex-
pects complete obedience.
‘The coach owns each boy
on his basketball team,

body and soul.

YOUNG (20 years old). thin, dark-eyed Robby Benson is
perfect as the eager. naive freshman.’ When his roommate
takes him to lunch, he asks Henryx[ lhey have Arby's in Colo-
rado. “Yeah.” replies Henry. *‘we got ail the fine restau-
rants—Arby's, Big Boy. McDonaIﬂs Jack -in-the-Box.™

Henry has a lot to learn, and he learns it the hard way. He
encounters the *“Junkers”—as his girlfriend and tutor Janet
Hays_ (Annette O'Toole) calls them—of the athletic estab-
lishrment;, the “'hippies™ of the psych department. the pot-

" He' !akes the measure of himself agamst all of them and
emerges with his self-respect, if not his virginity, intact.
When Coach Smith decides Henry is too much of a hot-dog
and-asks him to resign his scholarship, Henry refuses. There-
after the boy: éndufesa tormenting year of physical and men-
tal harassm;nt by the euach am{hns taff.

The’ climactic scenes’come with the “big game” followed
by the big punch line. You can’t help but cheer for the young.
beleaguered hero.

The effectiveness of the film derives from two sources: The
contrast between the harsh. autocratic coach and the in-
nocent but gutsdy Henry and the youth and freshness of
Robby Benson and Annette 0"Toole who give the movie credi-
bility and charm.

The basketball scenes are exciting with lots of fancy ball
handling and authentic looking action. An added bonus is the
background music, written by Charles Fox and Paul Williams
ans sung by Seals and Croft.

“One on One” is an upbeat movie with wide appeal.

One of these days before the sum-
mer's out I've got to see” the last
act of “Three Men on a Horse” din-
ner theater production presented by
the Greenfield Village Players.

It was an eerie feeling to shuffle out
of the theater and go into the museum
at night. standing among the big, old-
fashioned locomatives.

The premiere audience was quiet .

and patient, but 1 was beginning to
feel a little edgy as a museum emp!oy .
ee nervously tried to open a pad!
holding a chain that closed olf a
stairway to the bowels of the mu-
seum.

We were all going to be taken down
into this passageway for our safety.
At that time no one knew where a tor-
nado might strike, but we had been
given a tornado warning.

After fumbling unsuccessfully for a
few minutes, the employee went away
and, after consulting with museum of-
ficials, came back and sawed the lock
off.

Away we went down the stairs, one
man first cautioning, “Ladies first.”
The storage area was mostly narrow
passageways cluttered but not badly

WE HAD NO SOONER gotten down

" there, however, when it was decided

to bring us up and have everyone
stand in the corridors instead. Maybe
better than having a locomotive fall
on you, or was the tomado alert over?

Back in the main part of the mu-
seum we watched lightning flash
through the windows, creating a star-
tling effect against the collection of:
