When Christ entrusted the
church to these, Pope Paul said,
“He constituted them as guards,
ians ‘and authentic interpreters
of all the moral law, not only,

which Is also an expression of
the will of God, the falthful
fulfillment of which is equally
necessary for salvation."

In drawing up his answer,

He noted, however, that the
conclusions  of the commis~
slon did not ‘‘dispense us from
a personal examination of this
serfous question,” stnce thé
commission was not in full
agreement on various points.

The Pope stressed that there
are two inseparable aspects
