Apply for taxes
wait for refund

It's tat time of year to begin think-
ing about filling out those dreaded tax
forms. Property taxes are also due.
And, while the deadline for submitting
those forms is slightly more than five
months away for most of us, veterans,
senior citizens and the disabled should
be thinking about a special tax form.

The Michigan Department of Treas-
ury has mailed out more than 300,000
such forms, which are applications for
local property tax refunds under the
state rebate program, to eligible veter-
ans, senior citizens and the disabled.
Under Michigan law, many citizens,
especially the elderly, are eligible for
local property tax refunds if those

taxes are high in relation to their
income. More than $125 million was
rebated under this program last year.

Applications which are received
early can be processed more rapidly.
Those forms arriving late will take
longer to process because the Depart-
ment will be swamped with approx-

imately 3.5 million regular personal .

income tax retums.

The Treasury Department operates
23 field offices in the State where
assistance is available. People needing
