It Was Just 50 Years
Sports Started Golden

It went by almost unnoticed,
but July Fourth wasanim-
portant anntversary {n the world
of sports,

It was July Fourth, 1919--just
50 years ago--that Jack Demp-
sey, known then as the Manassa
Mauler, knocked out big Jess
Willard, on the banks of the
Maumee In Toledo, Chlo, to
usher In the Golden Age of
Sport.

No fighter since the passing
of old John L. Sullivan, captur-
ed the fancy of the public as
Dempsey did as he went on
to bring about the first “miliion
dollar gate In fight history,’

TWO years after whipping
Willard, Dempsey fought
Georges Carpentier, the Orchld
of France, in a new stadfum
built just for that fight Ln Boyles
Thirty Acres in New Jerseyand
the first “milllon dollar” gate
was written into the record.

HIS FAMED BATTLES with
Luls.Angel Firpog and the two
losing battles with Gene Tunney
--one in Philadelphia and one
in Chicago--were epics that
haven't been equalled {n drama
or gate receipts since.

who could defeat Jack Johnson,
the glant Negro who had fallen
into disrepute, Finally Jess
Willard, the big Kansas Giant,
did the trick in Havana, Cuba,

As a result Willard wasn't
too popular and it wasn’t unttl
the combination of Jack
Dempsey and Jack Kearas
teamed with “Tex" Rickard to
put new life into the fight game
and make the public sports con-

sclous, .

With the crowning of Demp-
sey as the world heavyweldht
champlon, the flood gates were
opened and every sport on the
calendar embarked on what
turned out to the their greatest
decade.

JUST ABOUT the time Demp-
sey ascended the throne the
Boston Red Sox sold a Tookle
pltcher named Babe Ruth to the
New York Yankees, and started
an entlrely new era inbaseball,
The Babe left the plicher’s
mound, went to the outfield,
and became the “Home Run
King" of baseball--an honor
that may be his for all time,

He was the cornerstone on
which the Yankee dymasty was

But when you sit and study them in retro-
spect, the famed trio of Cobb, Ruth and. Speaker

IN SELECTING Lou Gehrig at first base,
one had to pass.over such outstanding stars as
Hal Chase, of the Chicago Cubs; George Sisler,
of the St. Louis Browns; Jimmy Foxx and
Stuffy Mclnnis, of the Athletics; and Lu Blye,
the old Tiger first sacker whom many claim was
the most graceful fielder ever to play the bag;
Stan Musial, the modern day great of the S,
Louis Cardinals; and Bill Terry of the Giants.

_ But again, teamed with Ruth, Gehrig is the
choice because of his all-around’ ability at the
bag, his devastating punch at the plate and his
ruggedness that enabled him to play 2,130 con-
secutive games before illness ended his string
in Detroit.

Second base always has been the bugaboo
for those who attempt to select all-star teams.
They have difficulty making a choice from the
ranks of Eddie Collins, of the White Sox and
Athletics; Johnny Evers, of the old Chicago
Cubs; Frankie Frisch, of the Giants and Cardi-
nals; Rogers Hornsby, of the Cards; Nap Lajoie,
of the Cleveland Indians; Bucky Harris, of the
Senators; and Charlie Gehringer, of the Tigers.

Shaking off the fear that one might be ac-
cused of provincialism, ‘the vote must go to
Gehringer, claimed to be the most graceful ball
player of all time,

A flawless fielder, he was often taken
for granted. As a result his star never ghoné
as brightly as it should, but the records tell
his story. He had a lifetime batting aver-
age over .300, batted well over .330 in all-
star competition, and was a flawless fielder.

Some have claime; at Nap Lajoie, the old
Cleveland Indien, was peer. But the fact
remains that Gehringer S§matched him in all
deplarlmcnts and did it in the day of the lively
ball. )
At shortstop one comes upon such lumi-
naries as Jack Barry, of Connie Mack's famous
$100,000 infield; Frankie Crosetti, of the Yan-
kees; Joe Cronin, of the Boston Red Sox who
now is president of the American League; Joe
Tinker of the old Chicago Cubs double play com-
bination of Tinker to Evers to Chance;. Donie
Bush and Billy-Rogell, of the Tigers; and Honus
Wagner, of the Pirates.

After lpoking over all of them in retrospect,
the sight of that graceful bow-legged Dutchman,
Wagner, comes through clear and our vote goes
to him. Y

Third base is equally difficult when one
is confronted with Frank Baker, the origi-
nal Home Run King of the old Athletics;
Jumping Joe Dugan, of the Yankees; Pie
Traynor, of the Pittshurgh' Pirates, and
George Kell, of the Tigers. |

For years Traynor was looked upon as the
peer of all third sackers—until the late E. A.
Bathelor, long time sports editor of the Detroit
Free Press, who had seen them all, convinced
us that Kell was the top third baseman of ali
time. And so our vote goes to him.
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CHOICE OF A CATCHER was not too diffi-
culf even though there have been many fine’
receivers through the years.

Such fellows as Bill Dickey, of the Yankees;
‘Wally Schang and Ossie Schreck of the old Ath-
letics; Gabby Street, of the Senators; Hank
Gowdy, of the Reds and Dodgers; and Yogi
Berra, of the Yankees, did yeoman work on the
way to stardom. ) .

But, in the final analysis, none matched the

playing_ ability, leadership qualities and fiery
com:petitive spirit of Mickey Cochrane. It was
“Black Mike" who led the Athletics to their best
years and later took oven a sixth place Tiger
team and drove it to league pennants in 1934
and 1935 and a world championship in the latter
rear.
y Fellows like “Rube” Waddell, of the Ath-
letics; Christy Matthewson, of the Giants who
pitched three shutouts in a World Series; Rube
Marquard of the Giants; Grover Cleveland
Alexander, of the Phillies and Cardinals;
Tommy Bridges and Schoolboy Rowe and Wild
Bill Donovan of the Tigers, along with such
fellows as Sandy Koufax of the Dodgers; and
Bob Feller, of the Indians make the choice of a
righthanded and I?ﬁhanded pitcher rather dif-
ficult.

Yet, we'll pass them over for Walter
Johnson, of the Washington Senators, and
Robert Moses (Lefty) Grove, of the Ath-
letics.

Johnson toiled for years with a downtrodden
Washington team, yet always had a winning
season. He easily is the best righthander of all
time. And there is no question that Lefty Grove
was the fastest, hardest throwing southpaw ever
developed in baseball. . T

George Moriarty, the veteran umpire, gave
the greatest insight to Grove's ability when he
confided: -

“When Grove is pitching, you umpire by
sound—you never see the ball.”
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THAT ROUNDS OUT the team with the
exception of the manager where baiftle lines
have been drawn for leaders like John J.
(Muggsy) McGraw, of the Giants; Connie Mack,
of the Athletics; George Stallings of the Braves;
Joe McCarthy of the Yankees and Red Sox; and
little Miller Huggins, of the Cardinals and
Yanks.

Usually, the choice is between McCarthy
and Huggins and so it is this time with the final
vote going to Huggins. This little mite of a fellow
built the Yankee team that carried McCarthy
to greatness. He harnessed the many personali-
ties into a winning combination and that alone
earned him the honor.

As for the greatest player of all time,
there is no question. It is Ty Cobb all the
way, with the thought that there never will
be another like him,

A fierce competitor, good fielder, good hitter
and a flash on the bases, he had everything,

Too bad they didn't ask to name the all-
time club owner. N

This would have been another case where
there would be no question about the choice.

It would be Frank J. Navin, owner of the
Tigers in the first half of the century. Shrewd
in business and the judgment of talent, he was
an ideal owner and respected most highly in the
highest councils of the game.
