Ray W, Macdonald, president
of Burroughs Corporation,
Monday reported recordearn-
ings, revenues, lncoming or-
ders and backlogs for the six
month period ending June 30.

Indicated net operating earn-
ings for the six month period
were $20,665,000, a 31 per
cent Increase over the 1968
operating earnings of $15,746,-
000. Net earnings per share
were $1,25 based on 16,525,-
113 average shares outstanding.

Earnings per share for the
1968 six month perfod were
$.95 on 16,404,320 average
shares outstanding, The shares
outstanding for both periods
are based on the stock split
effective March 28,

ESTIMATED United States
and forelgn Income taxes for the
six months were $22,380,000,
compared with $15,750,000 in
the 1968 period.
