Growing Good 'Tomatoes: &
reader asks: “Whatdoyouthiok
of the practice of cutting off all
the leaves of tomato plants, ex~
cept the top ones, Iheard you
should dothis, andthen stakethe
plants,” .

My answer to this {s, “Don*t
do #[" Leaves are factorles
for making food for the toma-
toes, 1If you remove the
factories you have nothing left
to make food for the plant or
frult, A lot of gardemers I
know never bother to take &
single leaf from their plants
and they got tomatoes by the
bushel,

As for myself, I cant even
see how the practice of “re-
moving suckers”” can help &
plant grow better. After all,
Just what is a “‘sucker?” A
tomato sucker isa‘t a bit dif-
ferent from any other part of 2
tomato plant, I can’t see why
& tny branch growing in-an
axie of another branch is any

more of a sucker than any
otber part of the plant,
