An executive secretar-
18l ane-year course for both legal and medi-
cal secretarial training. & fine-month re-
cepliorust-typist program, and a six-month
advanced sectetaral program are the
basic areas of study

i director and mstructor at the branch.
More mnstructors will be hired as the

Farmington resdent. Janet Sist. whose
major resporsbility ts the presentation of
hugh school programs to area schools. The
presentation concentrates on job pro-
cedures. resumes and general career onen-
tation for high school students.

On a quarter system. students are re-
quired to attend 25 class hours a week
versus the (213 class hours they would
take at & junior college.

M pm Monday
through Friday with a hall-hour break

The twtion i3 about $500 per quarter
which includes texts Some prospective stu.
dents find the prices steep. but Stockemer
explained the diference between Dorsey’s
program and Lhe Junior college approach.

“We give Lhe students twice as many in-
class hours, and in one year give them
what they would dearn in & junior college
1n 8 two-year program.” he sad. adding
that students will be earming a living dur-
ing the second year they would spend at
the junior college

The school 13 accredited by the Accreddt-
ing Comymussion for Independent Colleges
and Schools 1 Washington. an approved
accrediting agency of the US. Office of
Education The accreditation process re-
quires degreed teaching stafl and a review
every six years .

Dorsey’s Livorua branch must be 1n exist-
ence for two years before the school will
establish ts own accreditation but will 0p-
erate as a branch of the accredited school
untif the two-year ume penod has elasped

Dorsey will place students through a
ronfee employment agency. where the

. payment fee 18 guaranteed by the employ-
ot

The school also participates in the Mich-
1gan Busness Schools which
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grants 18 scholarships of $900 to students
who fullill requirements.

Through the high school presentation pro-
gram and a direct mail approach to sen-
Jors. Dorsey spreads the word about thesr
