New OCC class starts

Designer creates for women

who want to be noticed

says Christiane d'Ornano-Corso
McCormick, “but it sums up my phi-
losophy completely for the woman

y who wants to be seductive, gor- .

geous, ageless, unique.

The one time fashion model for
French couturier Christian Dior who
turned fashion designer, then teacher,
is packaging up her philosophy for a
new course at Oakland Communit;
College’s Orchard Ridge Campus.

““How to Design Your Own
Clathes," begins Jan. 20 and wilt run
for ten Thursday evenings.

The key, she says, is knowing your
own figure and how to embellish it
and enchance it.

Mrs. McCormick is a Bloomfield
resident who has just completed eight
years of teaching design at Chicago’s
Art Institute and is in the throes of
going into business for herself with a
capsule line of versatile pieces which
combine for the wrap around and tie
look.

HER LINE IS is a mix and match
ensemnble of hand-painted skirts, tur-
bans and halters to be worn in & multi-
tude of ways, morning, noon or night,
made along simple lines “'that can ad-
just to just about any shape or form
for the woman who wants to bte no-
ticed.”

One does this, she continues, “'by
covering the ugly parts and revealing
the attractive parts.”

The focus of the course is on individ-
ual figures so class maximum is 15,
but if registration goes much over
that, she’ll take on a second class for
the winter term.

Mrs. McCormick says neither pre-
vious art experience or knowing how
(o sew is necessary to join the class,

though knowing how to use a sewing
machine would dehmlely be of help.

Areas to be covered throughout the
ten weeks include basic design prin-
ciples, the selection of a design, pat-
temn development, construction of a
final garment from the pattern and
some tailoring instructions. .

“‘Homework will be necessary,” she
says, 1[ l am going to teach all 1
promise.”

SHE SUSPECTS that one of the
most useful pieces of knowledge her
students will take home is the basic
pattern each will make for herself.

The pattern will be made by trans-
fering body measurements onto
paper; then transferring this onto mus-

lin. From (hls she says, ‘“you can
make any imgou can_develop
from tlul any design."

She refers to clothes “as a second
skin that should move with you™ and
claims that women who have less
than the ideal figure can still dress at-
tractively “‘as long as they don’t wear
thelr clothes as if they were hanging
on a hanger.”

She believes that cammercm] pat-
terns leave a ot to be desired, from
the point of fit and shape, &nd that
manufactured clothes leave a lot to be
desired from *‘both the aesthetic and
pocketbook” point of view.

She is in hopes that her students
will each leave the class with at least
one good garment completed specifi-
cally for her.
