Besides for being one of Lahser hur-
dlers, Mayo will also high jump.

Junior Chris Morgan will be their
middle distance runner. and has run a
two minute half. He will anchor the
mile relay team. Junior Dan Tam-
preen runs the distance, working back
and forth in the mile and two mile,
and the half mile.

Two other juniors. who look like top
prospects, are Mike Stamps and Tim
Meland. Stamps will run the 220 and
will be on the 40 and 880 relay
teams. Meland is their second best
discus thrower. and he’s also a shot
putter.

Sophomores Tim Hurd. Jeff Ham-
ilton. Phil Ruffino. Jamie Douglas
and Pete Castiglione round out Lah
ser's list of top prospects

Hurd will be a two and one miler
Ruffino looks like a promising tugh
and low hurdler after winning the Bir-
mingham-Bloomfield Junior High
League tournament s a freshmen

Hamilton is a quarter miler. long
jumper, and will run on the relay
teams. Douglas is a long and mgh
jumper. and will also run the 880. Cas-
tiglione is a promising 440 and 880 run-
ner.

“We're hopeful of improving on our
third-place finish in the league iast
year. it looks like Groves is the team
to beat.” adds Rolston. “We lost two
good kids last vear in John Kretsch-
mer (two-time pole vault state
champ) and Tom Mahoney.
