A lexicographer, whose dictionary
is the third largest selling book ever
Published. says self-appointed lan-
Buage experts—ike Edwin Neuman—
should mind their own business. word-
wise.

David B Guralink, whose “Web-
ster's New World Dictionary of the
American Language™ has sold 45 mil-
lion copies, feels arbiters of linguistic
taste like Neuman are stripping lan-
guage of all its life

““He (Neuman) has every right to
expound on any subject he wishes.”
Guralink told the Chicago Tribune.
“But 1 think it's a mistake for him to
set himself up as an authority on lan-
ruages - the glory of our language

Neuman. an NBC newsman, is the
author of “two bestselling books.
“Strictly Speaking” and A Civil
Tongue " In them. he argues. Ameri-
cans who dangle their participles.
tack the suffix wise onto words and
mouth such bureaucratic mush as
mput and inoperative are murdering
FEnghsh

Guralink. however., says people like
Neuman are the criminals. “Lan-
guage grows hke any other living or-

Guralink practices what he preach-
es. His dictionary, first published in
1933, broke centuries of lexicographic
tradition by refusing to pass judgment
on usage and definition. Instead. it
simply records the words and their
definitions people are using. Only Dr

Guralink - employs peaple
called citators who peruse atmost
everything printed in English
“They're looking for new words thil
