BHEENDA. BROOME is red-headed
Rubyz>reminiscent of Ruby Keeler,
with-her puff-sleeved blouses. cuffed

shoriés. and matching hair bows and
beriliboned tap shoes.

She's a wistful heroine, who arrives

’ all dressed in a spangled outfit under-

neath her raincoat. her suitcase filled
only with a second pair of tap shoes
(naturatly she's wearing taps).

Marcia Lynn Watkins is blonde
Joanie., a tough young trooper.
rinne Kason is the glamamus dark-
haired star of "Dames at Sea.™ which
is the name of the show they're put-
ting on.

You, see. it's a show within a show.
Remember that plot? And there's a
boy from Centerville, too, blond, well-
scrubbed, portrayed by Kevin Daly.
As Dick. he is the boy with shdw-busi-
ness dreams who meets. sings and
taps his way into Ruby's heart.

It's love at first sight for the true-
blue pair, and Ruby wears lots of biue
that make her eyes even more incred-
ibly blue. The conflict comes when
Mona vamps Dick, who wants her to
sing .the songs he has written.

JOANIE'S BOYFRIEND is named
Lucky. played by Dennis Bailey. Dark
curly-haired Bailey is Dick's engaging
Navy buddy, who moves with a danc-
er’s athletic grace.

Ruby's most delightful number is
~It's Raining in My Heart.” a big pro.
duction with the cast all in blue
slickers and umbrellas with rhine-
stones. Silver strips of rain that de-
scend abruptly are welcomed with
laughter.

There are lots of other good num-
bers. most of the show being song and
tap dance, Mona and the Captain of
the battleship, where the show finally
goes on, are lnngseparaled lovers
who reunite to sing, “Those Nights of
Splendor in Pensacola.”

‘Thom Bray is top-notch in both his
role as the crotchety stage manager
of “Dames at Sea" and as the Cap-
tain. “Cupie Doll"" Courageous.

When he and Mona dance the be-
guine. she in red and black Spanish
lace. he matches her suggestiveness
with his droll facial expressions that
change with the variety of a comic-
strip character.

JOAN, AND LUCKY have a nice
turn on *'Choo Choo Honeymoon."” and
Ruby and Dick get together when
they first meet, on the love duo, “It's
You.” wind up singing together again
by the end of the show in “Let's Have
a Simple Little Wedding.”
