At first glance, Striewskl's
works are rounded shapes and
forms in varled colors placed
agalnst each other to form a
harmontus and arresting whole,
but not completely understanda-
ble wless you know what the
artist is trylng to say.

Striewski explaln his
symbolism:

*Art is the unique expression
of the visual elements (line,
plang,color, volume and texture)}
that reflect the soclety from
which it comes,”

TO STRIEWSKI, socletytoday
could be anything one reads in
the dally newspapers In all its

He says this In his scup-

“1 feel, educationally speak-
ing,” says their teacher, “that
a student has to love sculpture
tirst, I think 2 student forced
into doing realistic will learn
to hate sculpture, They are
growing up at a different
time.

‘Youth learns that everything
15 not black and white -- that
everything 1s gray, They learn
to see that art is a personal
kind of freedom.’”

He adds, “In golng to
museums you begin to see that
art is a wide open door -~ you
realize that art is one place
where you can dowhat youreally
want to,”"

IN DOING WHAT he really
wants to, Striewski shows that
he is concerned with ‘hanging
shapes,'” The shapes andforms
he uses all tend to gyrats and
mass toward a rounded hanging
base and he doesn’t deny that
his concept 15 phallic, He uses
the word ‘“‘phailic’” when he de-
seribes his works,

Whatever his personal con-
cept s, the artist has evolved
it after much study and a long
teaching career. An assistant
professor of sculptor and arts
and crafts at Orchard Ridge,
he holds 2 BS degree and mas-
ter’s of education from Wayne
State and is presently working
on a master's in fine arts at
Wayne.

He taught 12 years in Fra-
ser, Mich,, studled at the Unl-
versity of California at Berkley
mder a John Hay fellowship in
1964-65 and also studfed at
Cranbrook and the Soctety of
Arts.and Cratts,

to contemporary mores in art,
