It contalns a collection embmclng
150 specles of palins; a varled collec-
tlon” of tropicat *and  sub-tropledl
plants;.a collection of the 35 known
specles of cycads;-n. wonderful assort.
ment of plants which grow best under
desert’ conditions; mumerous species
of ferns and nllled -plants; a great
arrny of plants of great economic
value and displays of plants that feed
~ou -insects; speclés’ of .the .pineapple
and--its “relatives ;- DUmMErous.showy,
flowering plants, while' In the ‘privaté
orchid house a representatlye of each
.of the 800 specles of this beuum‘ul
flower s to be found.

The . out-door collection lncluﬂes a
water garden, several hundred vari-
etles. of roses, numerous species of
herblike plants, a rare pansy displag
