A Look At A Session
Of U.S. Horticulturalists

The American Hortlcultural
Seclety held Its 24th apnual
Congress in Philadelphia last
week with more than 400 gar-
den enthuslasts (including The
Observer Newspapers’ Subur-
ban Gardener) attending from
all parts of the country,

There were representatives
from all the mayor arboretums
and botanieal gardens, from
garden clubs, horticultural so-
clelttes, special plant socleties,
from magazines and perfodicals
devoted to horticulture, and
many plain home gardeners.

Almost all of the states were
represented, including Hawall
and there were gardeners from
several foreign comtries, lo-
cluding the Soviet Unton.

SEVERAL DAYS were devot-
ed to lectures, films and re-
ports from sclentists and ex-
perts, Other dayswere setaside
for tours of urban Phiiadelphia,
suburban gardens, and estates
and arboretums in the area.

A pazel of experts discussed
the damage to plants from pol-
luted city air and explained the
research being dome to select
and breed resistant plants, Both
exhaust fumes-and factory
smoke cause a band of dead
Hasue on the edges of leaves
and, it severe encugh, the plants
are killed, A plea was made for
coatrol measures that would
prevent air pollution,
