Michigan Bell Telephone Co. has
propesed restructuring its long-dis-
um':eral&.

* . According to Michigan Bell officials,
the plan, which would make directly-
dialed long distance calls between any
two points in Michigan cheaper than
calls made out of state, would save
customers $16 million annually.

“Right now its cheaper to call
Toledo than it is to call Flint. We
wanted to change that," said Robert
Huntter, customer relations manager.

proposed rate’ structure would
reduce weekend and late night rates
for long distance calls within Mich-
igan.

‘The new *'off peak™ rates would fea-
ture a 50 per cent discount on long-dis-
tance calls made to any point in the
state all day Saturday, Sunday before
§ p.m. and every night from 11 p.m. to
8 am. The present discount is 30 per
cent and would continue to apply from
5to 11 p.m. weekdays.

The telephone company is also pro-
posing offsetting increases on other
long-distance services to make up for
the revenues lost through the cheaper
intrastate weekend and night rates.

most daytime long-distance calls
made weekdays within the state.
There would also be increases in
charges for long-distance calls requir-
ing the assistance of an operator; per-
sofrto-person, collect and credit card
calls, for example.

Michigan Bell is also proposing a
new charge of 30 cents for long-dis-
tance calls from payphones to points
20 or more miles away.

The new rate package must be
approved by the Michigan Public Pub-
lic Service Commission *(MPSC)
before it could go into effect.

The new rates, according to com-
pany officials, would encourage cus-
tomers to shift their Iung—dlslanee
calls to weekends and nights. “'These
are periods when the telephone net-
work has plenty of spare, capacity for
more telephone traific,” said Lloyd
Haynes, Michigan Bell vice president.

Even though Michigan Bell is trying
to attract more customers for its long-
distance facilities at times when the
telephone network is not being fully
utilized, company officials denied that
company would realize any additional
revenues from the rate shift.

Deadline near
to buy new
license tabs

Area drivers have until April to get
their 1978 license plate tabs, according
to the Secretary of State's office.

‘The mail-order program has ended
for this year. so the tabs must be
bought in person at a Secretary of
State branch office.

To buy tabs. you need to present
either the prepared application form
sent in the mail earlier this year, or
the 1977 registration. or vehicle title.
You must also show proof of
insurance.

After April 1, all vehicles on the
road must display their 1978 license
tabs. The March 31 deadline falls on a
Friday.
