Foreign language makes comeback

The travails of Juanita and Pablo or
Hans and Ingrid can seem trivial to
students coping with the intricacies of
leaming a foreign language.

the message of a symposium at
Farmington High School last week was
carried to language students through-
out the district: Learning a foreign
language is worth the effort.

“I know of no better way to broaden
your horizons, to use a cliche, than to
learn another Ianguage." Dr. Ursula
Haas told about 400 junior high and
high school students in the FHS audito-
rium. Dr. Haas, a Wayne State Uni-
versity German professor, was one of
seven speakers who addressed the
topic of Career Opportunities in For-
exgn Languages.

“You learn about the culture, civ-
ilization, history, literature, and music
as well,” she emphasized.

In addition, studies indicate that stu-
dents who study a foreign language
gain greater facility in their native

While statisties reveal that many
American high schoo! students are
dropping foreign languages from their
studies, Farmington students enrolling
in foreign languages is increasing.

THAT'S A fact that pleases Farm-
ington School District Supt. Lewis
Schulman, who admits to being “'very
Ingh‘ on languages.

*I support them for the intellectual
experience, to add another dimension
to the students’ world,” he says,

The turnout at the symposium last
week included students from all the
junor highs and high schools in the
district who are studying foreign lan-
guages. And that number of students is
up from a year ago by some 200 stu-
dents. Even though many universities
m longer require foreign language
study of their students, district offi-
cials believe in the va'llue of learning a
foreign language and hope to preserve
dasg mtlgun gu:e dlsindp

Lynn Nutter, assistant superintend-
ent of secondary education, is pleased
with statistics thal show an increase
from the 1976-77 school year.

At North Farmington High School
alone, 250 students are enrolled in
Spanish classes; 130 in French: and
121 in German, 61 students more than
the previous year.

At Farmington High School, the only
school offering Latin and Greek, 60
students are enrolled in the classical

languages, nearly doubling the figure
enrolled last year.

In the junior highs, Spanish and
French are offered at Dunckel and
Power, while Warner and East pro-
grams include German and language
orientation as well as the Romance
languages.

THE PURPOSE of the seminar was
tg encourage students in their studies
by exposing them to the career
opportunities available to those who
can communicate in other languages.

A good grasp of at least one
Romance lagguage is important for all
journalists, said Ed Reingold, *“Time™
magazine Detroit Bureau Chief. Rei-
ngold, who has worked in Africa and
the far East, advised students inter-
ested in journalism to continue foreign
language study.

“You can't take a chance on ball
park estimates of what's being said.”
he emphasized. “News and TV sta-
tions are more and more cailing on
people who cover the news to know the
language. ™

The growing emphasis on ethnic

-~ populations creates a demand for

urban journalists as well as foreign
correspondents who can communicate
in a language other than English, he
said.

Travel agents who have a good
knowledge of foreign languages are at
a premium, says Marcie Esch,
instructor for the American Travel
Schools.

“Especially the ethnic agencies or

. those working with ethnic populations

insist that their agents can speak,
read, write and even type the lan-
guage,” she says. Tour escorts must
have fluency in the language of the
country, she adds.

Howard Shubert, marketing director
of AAA Language Services, Inc.,
believes knowledge of foreign lan-
guages wilt be further emphasized in
the years ahead. He looks for trans-
lators and keyboard operators to work
at writing ads in another language as
well as business cards and other
printed material.
