Presently, there are three major
projects underway. A solar panel has
been placed on the roof outside the
classroom to capture the sun's rays.
The solar collector is connected to a
pump that circulates water through
the sun-heated panel and into a radi-
ator. As an experiment, the radiator
was placed in the classroom closet and
the temperature rose to more than 100
degrees.

“The object is to run tests and see
the capacities of solar heating,” said
architecture teacher Donald Maxim.
“Next year, when the juniors come
back, we will elaborate on it.”

Juniors Jerry Wenceck and Dave

Seniors Jeff Kersten and Dave
Ukrop have constructed a model of a
house to show how solar energy can
heat a house.

The/idea for the projects began last
year {vhen the students first obtained
information on solar energy.

nt and in the future,” Maxim
said. *'It should mean something to the
students and have educational ben-
efits.

“These solar projects give the stu-
dents a better understanding of the
energy problem and makes them more
aware of problems in the future. The
more people aware of the problems,
the better off we will be."

As for future developments, Maxim
said he wants to harness the solar
energy to heat the classroom at South-
field-Lathrup. But for the present, stu-
dents will continue to test and improve
the present systems.
