Greenwood Acres
offers 150 recreational facilities for its
tenants including gokart races, heli-
copter rides and a zoo. There are also
mumerous free services available.
. However, Songer enforces strict dis-
iplinary rules for his leases and will
not tolerate disobedience. He bills the

park as the cleanest, quietest park in
the USA and requires every tenant to
post his list of important rules.

For example, anyone under 25 years
old is prohibited from driving a car in
the park. Visitors are forbidden to
drive their cars into the park regard-
less of their age. Kids under 12 years
old must be on their lots by dark or
face a punishment of four hours of gar-
bage duty. Olderunmarried youth
must return to the lot by midnight or

they too are in for the long garbage
duty or possibly a 30-day eviction.
Songer holds his tenants captiveon
Sundays and holidays by forbidding
any traffic to exit the park between:10
am. and 5 p.m. unless it's an emer-
gency. .
These are just a few of the rules of
Greenwood Acres located outside of
Jackson. Songer said if people don't
agree or believe in the rules then he
doesn’t want them. .
