MOST BOARD members took
a different stand, While the
walkway was not the best in
the area, they feel ft is ade-
quate and the safety prodlem
can be eliminated by parents
encouraging thelr children to
walk on it,

Farmington Meadows Home-
owners Assoclation President
V.L, Wilkinson said the 155
signatures represent about 95
per cent of all residents con-

buﬂd].ng sidewalks and possibly
the parents might register their
complaints with other groups
that share in the responsibility
of providing walkways,

SCHOOL BOARD safety com-
mittee chairman Patricia Smith
was absent from the meeting.
But John Washburn, a commit-
tea member, said he felt he
was expressing their joint feel-
fngs that the walkway was ade-
quate and safe. He asked the
parents to encourage the chil-
dren to use It,

«] feel the board has done
as much as it can do,’” Wash-
burn sald, ‘The board is ob-
ligated to maintain the path
(including snow removal) and
1 think the problem is getting

the children to use 1t."”

A father of children using
the Colfax walkway, Weshburn
sald he had walked the path
in Monday morning’s wet weath-
er and found It still satisfac-
tory. One of the parents sald
he too had taken the path the
same  morning and found it
spongy and Inadequate,

The walkway under fire is
about three feet wide where it
is concrete and four to 4 1/2
feet wide where it is gravel.
B is well packed and banked
for dralnage, says the school
administration.
