The set is simple—the stage with a
red velvet curtain and a runway, com-
plete with footlights, extending 10 feet
into the audience.

Marcia McHattie is in
charge of props and the set carpenter
is Len Parker. The lighting is well
done, except for some missed cues
because of faulty wiring. and is Super-
vised by Gary Swanson.

“Gypsy” is directed and choreo-
graphed by the talented hand of Mar-
gie Montross. Her cast ranges from
grade schoolers to senior citizens, and
she does an excellent job with each
one of them. Stage manager Jan Law-
son and her assistant Geri Lama con-
tribute to the show’s suceéss.

The cast are real troupers and the
audience, also covering a wide age
range, was appreciative. “Gypsy” is a
delightful show and good entertain-
ment for all ages.
