Wednesday, Oct, 15, more
than 300 students (not 40 as
you stated) from the Livonia
Ngh schools marched from
Stevenson to Schoolcraft Col-
lege to attend a rally there.
The same day, the Livonia Ob-
server contalned an article
about moratorium activities for
high schools, We would llke
to clarify parts of that article,

The proposal submittediathe
Stevenson Senate called for an
assembly to be held during
school, with voluntary attend-
ance, Speakers were planning
to present both sides of the
Jssue; men from the VFW (Vet-
erans of Foreign Wars) and the
NVC (new Veterans Coalition}
were to  speak, Classes
would continue, and we had
teachers who volunteered their
time to supervise the assem-
ly, and student volunteers who
would clean up afterwards,

This proposal was approved
by the Senate. However, that
same day, Mr, Upton Issued
the letter which appeared in
your paper to ail high school
principals. Before viewing the
proposal, the administration
stated that no assembly could
be held during school. The Sen-
ate knew {his when they ap-
proved the detafled plan for
the two-hour lecture. It was
then necessary fur senators,
planners of the assembly, and
the adminfstration to meet to-
gether,

The problems your paper
stated were not the causes of
the cancellation of the program,
Speakers were all lined up to

come second and third hours,
on Wednesday,

It was, however, impossible
for them to come after school.
Had the proposal gone through
the administration as written,
there would have been no prob-
lem. The problem, then, was
that although Senate approved
a plan for a during school
assembly, the administration
rejected i,

Difticultles arose around the
question of ‘“‘Interrupting the
instructional program,’ Al-
though # was estiiated that
50 per cent of the students
would want to attend, the ad-
ministration felt it would inter-
fere with, not further, educa-
tion,

Later, a soclal studlesteach-
er asked permission to have
two of the speakers, planning
to come to the assembly, speak
before his class., Mr, Upton's
letter did state that socfal stud-
les classes could discuss the
war, However, this request
was also denfed,

Because of these blockades,
students declded to march to
Schoolcraft, The march was
peaceful, except at one point,
where a passing car threw eggs
at some marchlng students, who
continued walking, while trying
to brush the egg off their
clothes, Even the police were
impressed with the orderli-
ness and conduct of students.

Later In the evening, stu-
dents came back to Schoolcraft
for a workshop to discuss fur-
ther high school activities in
addition to lstening to more
speeches,
