Black feing Is made from 3
creamy butter base chocolate
frosting mix to which several
drops of blue food coloring s
added. Use liquld sparingly
when preparing the frosting mix
S0 as to keep the frosting flrm.

Heat puffed rice In shallow
baking pan in preheated moder-
ate oven (350 degrees) about 10
minutes, Pour Into greased
1arge bowl, Melt marshmallows
and butter In saucepan over low
heat, stirring occaslonally un-
41 smooth, Add vanilla,

Pour over puffed rice, stir-
ring 'mtll evenly coated, With
greased hands, shape @ flgure
that resembles a ghost, about
eight iuches high. Attach
gumdrop circles with confec-
tioners sugar frosting for the
eyes and the mouth,
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
