It's a long way from a co-
operative nursery school in the
suburbs to an Inner-city Head
start type program. Or maybe

not so far.

Mrs, Arthur Morrill of Live
onfa has made the journey and
Is sure it's one she wouldn’t
have missed,

For eight years Pat Morrill,
mother of three, was teacher
at the Livonia Nursery, Inc.,
a program for three and four-
year-olds of this area.

Now she works with 20 pre-
schoolers from the most de-
prived families inthe SillSchool
district on 30th Street in Det-

And though there are many
differences in what she teaches
and how she teaches it, she finds
children of all economic groups
fascinating  little beings and
their parents much alike i 2
1lerce devotion to them.

““THIS IS muchharder work,"”
Pat said, “‘but there’s nothing
Like the satisfaction that comes
when you see a child light
up - literally lght up.'*

In a cooperative nursery, as
hundreds of mothers in Obser=-
verland know, the program is
atmed at helping children be
more independent and learn to
play with other children,

It's a much more basic sort
of teaching in the Pre-School
and Parent Education Program,
the name given to the school-
year equivalent of the summer
program known as Head Start,

“For most of these children,
it’s the first time anyone talked
to them in sentences,’” Patsaid.

“What they learn at home s
stay out of the way, and If
you don’t understand something,
keep quiet.!”

Co-op Nursery Teacher
Turns To Inner City Kids

able with the fdea of I don’t
know.!

One of those mini-successes
camie recently when Pat showed
the children a picture of an
apron,  Most had never seen
one, and no one knew the word
for it, But  one lttle boy
thought hard and came up with
cooking-in-the-house dress.

That was the kind of moment
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that gave his teacher a lot
of satisfaction.

“It's then that the child can
begin to ke school and feel
good about himself,” she ex-
plalned,

BUT PAT MORRILL and other
teachers in the pre-school pro~
gram aren’t aiming their teache
ing at the small ones alone.
s a matter of working to in-
volve the family and commun-
ity too.

Pat’s pupils come to school
in the morning. In the after~
noon she works wlth their fam-
ilies, in a parents’ meeting once
a week and on a more Individ-
ual basis the rest of the time.

That part of the job lsn't
always easy,

“These people are mostly
from the South, and thelr Te-
lationship with school up to
this point hasn't been a pleas-
ant one.

“They just dow’t trust social
workers they don’t know and
those they may consider do-
gooders. It takes me a while
to convince them I'mnot coming
to visit to tell them to clean

p.

“1t’s a big moment the first

time I'm invlled to sit down.”
I

PAT’S KEY to gelting toknow
these families is letting the
mothers know, “I'm 2 person
who really cares about the child-
ren and about them.,”

That's what eventually brings
them around, she sald, because
their affection for their child-
ren and interest in their wel~
fare is as great as any you
could {ind in more affluentfam-
ilies,

“The children come toschool
clean and quite well dressed,”
she added. *Then I visit the
home and find it almost bare
of furniture. They've put just
about everything they have on
the children’s backs. 1 guess
we would too.”

Once confidence s won, she
sald, she flnds herself helplng
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in all sorts of ways, like mak-
ing a dental appointment for
a small charge or getting birth
control material to his mother,

“These people have had too
much of being told to go to
clinics,” she said, “Thedirect
action is better.’”

Pat’s days at Sl School hold
far  more accomplishment
because of the help of two aldes
trom the nelghborhood.

“The program tries to get
mothers of the children
involved,” she said. “If they
are not available, theyare other
women In the {mmediate area,”

The aides start at $1.75 an
hour and get regular raises.
are invaluable to the
teacher, and their very presence
is a help in making the pro-
gram acceptable to the com-
munity.

SO FAR, PAT has had no
problem with racialintolerance,

“I'm sure the children don’t
even know I'm white,” she sald.
And her words to their mothers
at first meeting are:

“I'm not black, But Pma
mother, 1'm"a woman, and
have problems just as you do,’”

She said the children teach
her some African chants, and
she teaches them at lunchtime
to use 2 fork and spoon.

My feeling is that, for now
at least, they are golng to live
1n school and 1n we neighbor-
hood within the framework of @
middle-class white soclety, so
they had better know its rules,”
she said,

WHAT ARE the results of
the program?

S0 far, studies have been
made only of the Head Start
program,” Pat said, ‘“Weknow
that children glven this help
are more alert, more relaxed
when they get to regular grade
school,  Just like cooperative
nursery children.

“And tests with children In
my class show their mental
age went up a whole year in
three months, But how long
they retain the advantage is
something we don’t know yet.”
