Salem edges Bentley in OT

It was the kind of game Crazy
George hated to miss.

The Detroit Pistons’ comical, slick,
ball-handling sideshow act visited the
Livonia Bentley gym to entertain the
capacity crowd of over 2,000 fans in a
long halftime exhibition Tuesday night.

But the true entertainment and ex-
citing exhibition actually came 1%
hours later when Plymouth Salem’s
Barry Owens turned in the key and

. sank a soft nine-foot jumper with just
four seconds left in overtime to give
the Rocks a dramatic 69-67 victory
over the Bulldogs.

It was everything any basketball fan
, could ask for in a prep game, as the
; traditional Salem — Bentley knock ‘em
down, drag ’em out court battles didn't
1ose any spice after this outcome.

The victory gives the state-ranked
Rocks a perfect 10-0 overall record at
the midpoint of the regular season. Sa-
lem is the only undefated team in
Observerland. The Rocks also take
over sole first place in the Suburban
Eight League race with a 5-0 mark.

Bentley dropped to 4-1 in the league
race, one knotch behind Salem. The
Bulldogs still hold an impressive 8-2
overall record.

“We had to battle for everthing we
got,” said Salem coach Fred Thomann,
as he breezed a sigh of relief after the
important road victory. “Our kids
knew we were in for a fight. We knew it
would swing their (Bentley) way and
then swing back our way (all night
long).

“We told the kids if we get down
close with teams we can win it. And
Barry (Owens) got the big bucket.

“It was a great high school basket-

ball game. We're the surprise teani. No
one believed me or the team but they
believe us now.”

Owens led the Rocks® scoring, play-
ing the best game of his high school
career. The 6-2 forward scored 21
points to take game honors. He regis-
tered 11 of those in the third quarter
when Salem battled back from a 34-26
halftime defecit.

Rich Hewlett scored 16 points and
had the assist on Owens’ game-winning
hoop. Teammate Kevin Kelliher added
15.

Bentley coach Jim Komula had
hoped for revenge after Salem beat his
squad in this same gym last February
to gain a share of the Sub-8 title last
season. Although it wasn't to be, the
Bulldog mentor still felt his squad de-
served credit.

“I think we're better than them
(Salem).” Komula said, despite the loss.

“I can’t take anything away from them
(Salem), They played hard.

“But ¥ don’t think they are any better
than we are. If they are rated fifth (in
the state by the Detroit News-and ninth
by the Detriot Free Press), then we
should be rated fifth too.

“What hurt was their hand check-
ing,” the Bentley coach said in disgust.

Kurt Thorderson led the Bentley
squad with 18 points, playing tough in-
side and outside all night long. Older
brother Eric added 17 as did Chris Bol-
lin. Guard Steve Booth chipped in with

Salem led 50-46 going into the final
quarter but foul trouble resulted in
Bentley owning a 64-59 lead with only
1:55 left in regulation time. Jim Ander-
son's two free throws with 35 seconds
left in the fourth quarter tied the score
at 65-65, sending the game into the ex-
trastanza.
