Kenneth Hardin, 18, of Detroit has
been charged in connection with Thurs-
day's break-in at LeRoy’s Keepsake Di-
amond Center in the Northland shop-
ping center.

The jewelry, with an estimated
worth of $22,276, was rlcovered by
Southfield Police about five minutes
after the store’s silent alarm went off.

Responding to a report from North-
land Center security police, Southfield
Pt Richard Cramb found the suspect,
Hardin, sitting in an enclosed bus shel-
ter in front of the Green-Eight Shop-
ping Center. A pillowcase full of stolen
Jewelry was found inside the bus stop.

Two other 18 years olds from Detroit
were at the bus stop, and police took all
three in for questioning. The two other
men were released by police while an
investigation into the robbery contin-

A tracking dog twice picked out
Hardin’s scent in a line-up of the three
subjects.  *

‘The dog followed the scent from the
store to the bus stop, police claim.

The glass door of the jewelry door
was broken in the robbery attempt and
three showcases were smashed.

A glass window next to the exit doors
on the south end of the mall also was
broken.

Hardin was arraigned on a charge of
breaking and entering with intent to
commit larceny, a crime that carries a
maximum penalty of 10 years in jail.
He was jailed in Oakland County after
being unable to post a $10,000 cash or
surety bond. His pre-trial examination
is set for Feb. 14 in Southfield 46th Dis-
trict Court.

Emergency medical technicians,
known as EMTs, are becoming more
prevalent among fire department and
ambulance crews in response to a
growing need for first responders to
provide medical treatment at acci-
dents, fires and sick calls.

State law now requires ambulance
services to have a certain number of
trained EMTs on their staffs in order to
qualify for licensing.

And, while not required by law to have
EMT training, they've voluntarily re-
turned to school to earn their certifica-
tion and better equip themselves for
handling the medjeal crises that.are
regularly encountered in their jobs.

One such program training fire per-
sonnel to become basic EMTs is spon-
sored by a partnership of two other
acronyms,

mOHEP/SPIDR. OHEP is the Oakland
Health Education Program, which is
underwritten by a consortium of five
Oakland County hospitals and three
southwest Michigan universities to pro-
vide coordinated health education in
the Oakland County area.

Besides its involvement in basic
EMT training, OHEP coordinates resi.
dency recruiting for its member hospi-
tals, which include Crittenton, Pontiac
General, Providence, St. Joseph Mercy,
and William Beaumont. The Meadow
Brook Lecture Series in Medicine and
Surgery, postgraduate courses in ob-
stetrics and gynecology, and continuing
education for nurses and physicians are
among its other functions.

Participating universities in OHEP
are Oakland University, Wayne State
University, and the University of Mich-
igan.

The other half of the duo, SPIDR
{(Special Procedures in Disaster
Rescue), is an incorporated group of
advanced EMTs, EMT nurses and
paramedics ‘interested in highly spe-
cialized methods of rescue—such as
rescuing people from skyscrapers.

n 1877, SPIDR and OHEP jointly or-
ganized an instructional program to
train personnel from Oakland County
public service agencies—police, fire

and public safety departments and am-

bulance services—in basic emergency
medical treatment, leading to basic
EMT certification.

OHEP provides the organizational
matrix for the program, the course ma-
terials and its members’ hospitals as
teaching sites. SPIDR provides the
instructors.

medical treatment in a mix of class-
room sessions and in-hospital clinical
rotations. All sessions are conducted at
an OHEP-member hospital.

“They can look for that,fourth-
phase cut-off that will give them the
diastolic blood pressure; to be able to
pick up the systolic quickly and easily;
to be able to apply the cuff to the arm
at the proper place and put the stetho-
scope at the proper place.

‘This is the kind of training these peo-
ple are getting,” remarked Hammel.

WHAT ABOUT THE individual who
isn't affiliated with a public service
agency, but would like EMT training?

EMT programs are offered by sever-
al Tocal universities, including Oakland
‘Community College and Madonna Col-
lege. These programs also require an
advanced first aid “certificate for ad-
mission and are oriented toward train-
ing someone who's interested in a ca-
reer as an EMT.

These college offerings, moreover,
are usually offered in the daytime—
while OHEP/SPIDR’s classes are con-
ducted at night.

According to Avon Fire Chief Bel-
koff, most of his EMTs-in-training have
opted for the OHEP/SPIDR program
because it's shorter, more intensive
and inexpensive. The fee for the 130-
hour program is $125.

‘OHEP/SPIDR will continue to offer
the EMT classes as long as the pro-
gram is able to pull in enough students
to break even. Hammel calculated this
break even point to be 13-18 students,

The EMT Training Program put
through 39 students in the fall of 1977
and 36 in the fall of 1978. The next
class is slated to begin on March 12.
