After 17-years of being part of

+ the community, Ed Balden is resign-

ing as manager of the Downtown
Farmington Center.

He will begin work Monday in
partnership with his brother Ken.

“I thought they'd bury me in the
fountain,” said Balden in his charac-
teristic_jovial manner of his long
stay in Farmington.

Balden, who lives in Livonia, is
known for his participation in
Farmington community activities
such as the Farmington Community
Band. .

“I'm proud of the community
band,” Balden said. “It gives stu-
dents a way to get exposed to the
public. These young people  have
gone on to become teachers and
soloists.” )

Balden has served as director of
the community, band, president of
the chamber of comiperce, presi-
dent of the Exchange Club, and
Farmington Festival committee-
man. He has been a member of the
Farmington Beautification Commit-
tee,

But Balden’s contributions to the
city sometimes went beyond the
pale of chairmanships and lun-
cheons.

Four years ago, he was appalled
to read about the death of 2 man in
a head-on collision on Eight Mile

* near Farmington Road. The man
had been avoiding a chuckhole on
the crumbling pavement of Eight
Mile.

THE MAN was on his way home
after picking up the tuxedo he was
to wear to his daughter’s wedding
the next day.

“I thought, how would that girl
feel. It hit home. That lousy street
was held up for more than two years
for'money,” Balden said.

He began taking state senators,
local officials, road officials and
newspaper editors to lunch at the
Village Pump bar on the deteriorat-
ed Eight Mile stretch.

“I would say, look at how bad this
road is here. One lousy mile was
skipped in the most trafficked area
of the Farmington industrial
section.”

the two years officials once told the
city it had to wail for the project.

But for Balden, whose own daugh-
ter Karen will be married in April,
the story still hits home.

“We had to have someone killed
before working on it. I think what if
that had been my daughter's wed-
ding? What kind of memories would
she have of that day. And almost ev-
cryone says the day they were mar-
ried was the most important day in
their life.”

Community involvement is a key
word in Balden’s style of managing
the city's largest shopping center.

“I tell the merchants that the peo-
ple who-live here are going to do
something for you that you can do
back for them.”

WHILE BEMOANING that there
are some who won't get involved in
the community, Balden has
sandwiched his activism in Farm-
ington between his duties in the cen-
ter.

On at least one occasion he ad-
mits to changing into work clothes
and cleaning out the center’s foun-
tain.
