In his recently completed and pub-
lished autobiography, Minoru
Yamasaki, a world-renowned archi-

tect, reveals the story of his life from "

early childhood in Seattle to the head of
an' outstanding architectural firm
headquartered in Troy.

‘The book illustrates some of his most
famous designs, including the World
Trade Center. Those twin towers in
New York City are his best known and
most controversial design. The book
also includes his three Detroit maspter-
pieces: McGreger Center at Wayne

State University, the Michigan Consoli-
dated Gas Co. building and the Rey-
nolds Metals Co. building.

Yamasaki first came to Detroit to
work for Smith, Hinchman and Grylls
as chief designer and opened his own
office in Royal Oak in the early ’60s.
His designs are seen and appreciated
all over the world.
