unable to receive home delivered
meals under the federal program.

The federal program is less stringent
in its requirements. If a doctor, nurse,
social worker or hostess of a senior cit-
izens' center informs the project that a
senior needs to have a meal delivered,
be will be added to the list of sub-
seribers. About 110 meals per week are
delivered in Farmington.

‘The federal program limits home de-
livered meals to 15 per cent of the total
amount of hot meals served to seniors
Inone area.

In Farmington Hills that percentage
includes meals served at the Senior
Citizen's Gathering Place,

This system is in part responsible for
the waiting list of about 20 persons in
Farmington and Farmington Hills, ac-
cording to Loretta Conway, director of
the Gathering Place for seniors.

“We can't
hold a meal open for a small period of
time.”

“Very seldom is it for a very long
time," she said of th2 meal cut-off.

In another case, parents of a 51-year-
old retarded son receive the home de-
livered meals under the federal pro-
gram. But the son isn't eligible for the
meals.

He will be under the state program,
according to Ms, Coker but his meals
will cost $1.35 a day because he is un-
der 60-years-old.

The state funded program will offer
seniors one main meal at noon and a
soup and sandwich snack for later in
the day.
