This bullding. equipped With a powes
elevator provides a safe stornge house
for éurn and grain, and,at the same time
cuts. the Iabor cost of storing them.
Many farmers bulld ‘a concrete- hog
feeding floor at one end of the crib,
thereby reducing the lubor bhandling
the corn that Is belng fed to the fat-
tening hogs.

The construction of this building
Is simple, the principnl point§ belng
to erectan sturdy building that wil
wlthstand - the welght of the graln In
the cribs, and at the seme time be
open o that the air can get In, but
the raln cannot.

The Mgh corn crlb is one of fhe
bulidings that the moidern farm owner
uses to prevent waste. Whiie such a
bullding as this wil! be seen on, many
tarms in the corn belt, there still are
many farmers who cling to the ‘old.
wasteful method of putting their crops
into old-fashloned cribs, built of ‘fence
rails, while some take no other care
of the corn than to pile It-and-cover
it with canvas. The waste of corn
by these methads would soon pay for
a fmodern, weather-tight crlb. i

When to Pick Melons.

Green melons Liave a depressing ef-
feet on both démand and  prices.
While it Is necessary that they be
picked before ther are entirely ripe,
I order to, provide the essentinl keep-
ing qualities In transit, they may Ue
picked at a stage of magurlly that will
afford gond flavor as well as keeping
quallty when they reach consumers,
cantalonpes should be picked just af-
ter they will slip cleanly from the
stem; that is, at. the full-sllp stage of
maturity. )

1t properly hawdled and promptiy
londed they will earry in satisfactory
eondition, even to long-distance mar-
kets. Allowance must be wade, how;
ever, for g certain amount of rough
hendling and for some deluy in transit,
Ae o general rule, therefore, cantu
Inijies «hould be picked just before
they, reach the full-slip stage.

Use Care in Packing.

‘Durlng the operation of packlng,
melons should be placed carefully in
thie crates, and not dropped or tossed
into place; ns Is frequently done. In-
jury caused by squeezing can be pre-
vented it packers are careful not to
force ln over-sized melnus when fin-
Ishing the crates.

(hilnen fowls utillize waste that
‘would escapg bdth bhens and turkéys,
say poultry speclalists of the United
States: Department of Agriculture.
Taking n wider range than chickens,
and yet not so‘wlde &g turkeys, keep-
ing largély thickets and weed
patches, snd commltllng fewer depre-
datlons against fleld and garden than
either chickens or' turkeys, requiring
littie feed at any tlme, being prolific
Inyers during thelr season of eggs,
thet are thought by many to have a
richer and finer flavor éven than hens'
eggs, the gulnea fowl Is well worth
considering on ;&ny farm where a
serioug effort 18 mnde to convert all
waste into meat and eggs.
