<. TIME TO SEED LAWN

Fall is one of the best geasons
of the vear to send a lawn, {pro-
vided the- work is ‘Gone early ene
ough to give the seed a chance to
become developed sufficiently To
withstand freezing,’ according to
Prof. C. P. Halligan, head of the
M. A, C. landscape gardening de-
partment.

Lawnsg seeded at ihis ume, be-
tweep Septemher 15 and the mrddie
of October, are said to develop to
a better advantage ang with-less

.cost of maintenarce than spring

seeded lawns. This is true. be-
cause, of the fact that™any weed
seed present in the mixture sown
will germinate and the weeds wil!
be destroyed during the winter
months.

“The soil should be well" pre»
pared to a depth of a foot or
says Professor Halligan
“1t should . then be® thoroughly
rolled. The surface of the, $oil
should be raked finely to a dgpth
of not more than aa irich and the
%eed sown broadcast by hand in
such a manner as to insure uni-
form distribution  Select a day

" when the soil is moist and whe

there is little or no wind  Aft
the seed is sown, the soil may be
raked very lightly _and then
thoroughly rolled. *
“Whenever lawns are to be de-:
veloped under shade trees, such as|
maples and oaks, great care
should be used and the daté of]
seeding should be made as earl
as possible in the fall.  When|
seeded late in the fall, the grass is
likely to be smothered where
large trees drop their leaves, if
the leaves are not removed within
a day or twd after forming a mat.
*Seed varieties used in the mix-
ture to be sown should be adapted
to soil and climatic conditions.”

One Adviser Suggests Danger Signals
and Tail Lights Should Not
Be of Same Color.

In an effort to determine, it possible,
the most frequent causes of the ser-
fous_automobile accldents which are
incréasing at such an alarming rate
on all the cduntry roads, Col. Roy C.
Vandercook of the Michigan Depart-
ment 6f Public Safety is preparing to
send out a questionnaire to local and
county officers, automobile club offi-
cials and such others as may be pos-
sessed of informatioh, for the purpose

‘of securing data of how most of the

accldents happen.

“There haa beep a good deal of talk
to the effect that the state speed lm-
1t, which was Increased from:25-miles
to 35 by the last legialature, may be
responsible for the greatly Increasing
oumber of accidents,” says Colonel
Vandercook. “It {3 my {mpression
that the speed of cars, at least out in
the open, has lttle to do with most
ot the accldents which happen. It
fay be that speed over crossings,
through intersections, or when auto-
mobiles are meetlng may cause accl-
dents, aid it may. be that some re-
efrictive legislation to cover such
times may be necessary, but 1 hardly
belleve that a general restriction of
speed would make much difference.

Accldents increase.

"It is absolutely true, however, that
automobile accidents have Increased
this summer at a rate which 18 pos!
tively appalling, 1 have felt that a
tabulatlon of state.swide statistics on
the cause of accidehts may develop
something which ‘will throw somse
light on the situation. If the {nform-
ation which I am golng to ask should
develop anything which might be
reached by legislation I will put it up
to the mext legislature.’ If there is
nothing which caz be reached by law,
we Wil continue our campalgn to edu-
cate motorists to use more care. We

certainly must do eversthing posaible |-

to curb the accldents which are tak-
Ing such a toll in lite and property.”

:of serlous acci-
dents over the Labér Day period, when
trafiic was much heavler than normal.
Motorists going inte Detrojt from the
center of the state by one main high-
way eaw three wrecks In the ditches.
One car, a big clgaed machine, . had
been tosséd fnto the ditch by a rail-
way traln at a crossing and had
burned. Two others had suffered col-
lisions With other éars and they had
burned, On another read vne car had
been struek by an interurbzn. killing

scene of a cyclone, while another had
been In collision and bad burned fn
the ditch, These flve wrecks were
the result of accldents occurring in
two' or three days and on but two of
the many main highways.

One suggestion which has been
made to the commissioner has food
for thought Im it, although it would
probably ba impossible " of adoption
without long preparation, and that is
that the color of -the tailfight be
changed from red to some other color

which is not in such general use for
other purposes. B
